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A Taste of Latex at HTG
-- from a presenter's perspective

It was fun setting the table with an array of pamphlets
on sex, condoms o f  many colors, tubes o f  many
flavors, latex gloves, those damn dams, and finger
cots of many sizes, as people were getting their food
from the potluck spread. " F o o d  and sex do  go
together," I thought to myself.
We always hope people do use condoms, but our
education message i s  m o r e  than  j us t  "use  a
condom". I  hope for a more conscious understanding
of our sexuality –  taking charge of our own lives as
gay people. W e  need to enjoy our sexuality and to
love freely.
An important part o f  the presentation was offering
everything on the table to you, as tools for you to
educate your friends, who may be too shy to talk to
anyone else but you.
It i s  always a  treat t o  work with Marty Grimes,
program manager of HIV prevention at APIS. He is
creative and innovative -- have you listened to the
safer sex cassette tape yet? A f te r  touching, tasting,
and inflating condoms, gloves, and lubes, we moved
on to Mady's presentation about the 'risky behaviors'
model developed by a Canadian AIDS agency. Marty
said his job is not to tell you what you can and can't
do sexually -- his job is to show you ways you can
make that decision for yourself
To decide the risk factor for each sexual activity you
need to  know 1) i f  this activity could theoretically
transmit body fluids that carry a significant amount of
HIV from a n  infected person, and  2 )  how many
confirmed cases of actual HIV transmission via this
sexual activity exist. By charting this information you
can grade sexual activities into high-risk, low-hsk,
minimal-risk, and no-risk categories F o r  example,
unprotected anal sex i s  i n  the  high-risk category
because 1)  theoretically, semen could transmit HIV

when inserted into the anus, and 2) we have large
numbers of known cases of HIV transmission through
unprotected anal sex.
Deciding about the  gray areas o f  sex and H IV
transmission is always a difficult internal discussion
We hope you decide before your mind gets clouded
with s e x u a l  d e s i r e  a n d  emotionally charged
situations, such as fear of losing 'Him'. Hopefully you
can have those discussions with other people.
Ed Rouser, o u r  third speaker f o r  t he  evening,
showed some of the conscious inner work we can do
to stay 'awake' about what we are doing sexually.
As a High Tech person, you may want to help dispell
myths and lies about HIV on the Internet or you may
want t o  collate worthwhile information f rom the
Internet and make it available through the HTG Web
