DICK GAYER TO DISCUSS DoD SECURITY CLEARANCES

HTG Member Tim Dooling is retaining gay rights lawyer Dick
Gayer to bring suit against the Defense Industrial Security Clearance
Office ("DISCO") over his failure to obtain a security clearance in a
reasonable length of time.

Many HTG members work for defense contractors and reqguire
security clearances, so we have asked Dick Gayer to address our August
12 meeting and review the suit and HTG"s position relative to joininmg
as "lead plaintiff." %

] This promises to be &a very active discussion and very
important to lotse of our members. Even if you are not in a defencse
environment, learing how our Government opresses us through the DcD
will be most enlightening.

Some background on Dick Gayer:

M-. Gayer is the lawyer responsible for the creation and
litigation of the 1979 California Supreme Court decision entitled "Gay
Law Students Association v. Facific Telephone & Telegraph Company", in
which the Court ruled that outfront gay people are protected from
private employment discrimination under California Labor Code
provisions on political activities.

He formed the Gay Law Students Assoc at Hastings College.

He is currently litigating a class action law suit against the
CI& regarding its refusal to grant special access security clearances
to known or suspected gay people.
