After a super meal, Rick opened the business part of the
meeting by introducing Feter Fowler, NGTF San Francisco, who in turn
introduced our guest of honor Virginia Apuzzo, Executive Director of
the Mational Gay Task Force.

Ginny, a former college instructor, former Deputy Commissioner
of Health for ‘NYC, former nun, and noted "Dyke from the Bronx" spoke
for 45 minutes and answered questions.

She described the spectrum of programs being carried out by
MGTF. A major one at this time being Federal funding for AIDS
research. In 1983 only $28M was appropriated: one quarter of what was
needed. Through constant effort, the CDC got %15M and NIH $40M in
1984, still not quite enough.

Confidentiality on AIDS research is being uwrged to prevent
reprisale and discrimination. Some Federal offices have strict
policies on confidentiality., some do not.

NGTF is also actively involved in programs on violence against
gays. Their data has been presented to the Civil Rights Commission.

NGTF is also PUIrsiing gay immigration problems, gay voter
registration, and gay civil rights in general.
Ginny asked for our support of NGTF and thanked us for our

support in the past. She then dashed back to S.F. to catch a plane to
0
