HTG ELECTIONS SET FOR APRIL 14 MEETING

Last year some concern was voiced over election policies and
procedures for HTG officers (President, Secretary and Treasurer).
Various schemes were suggested; some including the Nominating
Committee approach.

In an effort to avoid too much bureaucracy, yet allow any
interested person to run for office, the following policy has
been adopted by the current Officers for running this year's
elections:

1. At the March 10th meeitng, nominations will be accepted from
the floor for each of the three offices. If the nominee is not
present, his/her nomination will not be accepted without the
Secretary receiving written consent.

2. Each nominee will be asked to write a brief paragraph
explaining why he/she is running, and what he/she hopes to
accomplish in office. These paragraphs will appear in the April
Newsletter (published late March).

3. A ballot will appear in the April Newsletter, 1listing these
nominees, with space available for other write-in candidates.
These ballots may be mailed to the Secretary and received any
time until April 14, or may be turned in at the April 14th
meeting. Only fully paid members as of April 14th may vote.

4. The person receiving the highest number of votes for each
office will be declared elected, effective the end of the April
14th meeting, and will serve until elections take place in April
1986.

Remember, of course, that we also have very active
committees and 1lots of room for any one who wants to help out,
whether they hold elected office or not!!!
