MINUTES OF THE JANUARY XY MEETING

Thank you Lynn Martin for hosting an impressive 120 attendees at your
condominium clubhouse. Thanks too for those who helped set up before and
clean up after the meeting.

Eric Lipanovich and Richard Doitteau reported on Activities Committee
events. Those currently scheduled are listed in the calendar.

Roger Biery then reported on the status of PABAC's project to
encourage local employers to adopt non-discrimination policies and
practices.

Rick Rudy gave an update on our class action suit against DISCO. A
vote was taken giving our attorney Dick Gayer the authority to negotiate a
settlement out of court.

Myrna Johnson reported on the meeting of the Womyns Caucus.

Nominations were then taken for HTG officers. More information is
given below. Rick mentioned other activities available for those who do
not wish to run for an office.

Rick then introduced our guest speakers: Dr. Dennis McShane,
President of Bay Area Physicians for Human Rights; Paul Boneberg,
Coordinator of Mobilization Against AIDS; and Wiggsy Sivertsen, Professor
of Psychotherapy at San Jose State University. Each talked of their
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experiences related to AIDS and fielded questions from the audience.

Rick would like to
continue to provide 1leadership to HTG, helping gays in high-tech
industries.

Denny Carroll - Denny was also one of the original members of HTG. He has
enjoyed seeing HTG grow from a small group of friends with an idea, to a
large group of friends with many ideas that are influencing the gay
community. Denny has served as Secretary for the past year and wishes to
continue supporting HTG in this capacity.

Sue Leonardis - Sue has been active in the Womyn's Caucus and wishes to
serve the entire group as Secretary. She feels that the womyn members
should become more active in HTG and that visible representation may
encourage more womyn to join.

Panel Discussion on AIDS

Our panel offered the HTG audience a unique look at AIDS from medical,
psychological and political perspectives. It has been four years since the
first reported case of what is now known as AIDS. Over 8,000 people have
been diagnosed as having AIDS. The government's response in the areas of
research and education has been insufficient. Much of the discussion
focused on the recently approved HTLV-III anti-body detection test. The
panel was unanimous in recommending that gay men should NOT take this test.
The false (negative and positive) result rate is too high. The test does
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not indicate if you have or will develop the disease. It has no diagnostic
value, and could expose you to other abuses. NGTF and 19 other gay anc
lesbian organizations have also recommended against taking this test.

Mobilization Against AIDS

The "Mobilization Against AIDS" was formed to provide education and
political action on AIDS and AIDS-related issues. Since its formation only
a few months ago, the members have been very active in the Bay Area and in
Sacramento. The war against AIDS is just beginning. Your help is needed.
