PABAC Progress

The Political and Business Action Committee (PABAC) of HTG was formed
to promote change in government and industry for the benefit of our
members. A copy of our charter will be available at our general
meetings. Since there already exists a number of politically-oriented gay
organizations, we chose to initially focus our efforts on businesses in the
bay area.

The next letter to our Silicon Valley employers 1list will again
encourage adoption of nondiscriminatory policies and practices. We are
enclosing the NGTF brochure "Are there gay people working in my business?"
and an example of recommended policy wording provided by the Rolm
Corporation. The third letter, to be mailed in July, will contain a survey
form requesting information on each company's current attitudes toward
sexual orientation. We will combine this with other information and
publish the results in another mailing in September.

The 1local chapter of the American Society of Personnel Administration
(ASPA) has turned down our offer to address one of their meetings. They
felt that sexual orientation was not a job-related issue, and therefore did
not require special consideration. This response is to be expected. We
have a lot of work to do.

PABAC has discussed and will present to the general membership a

proposal to form an HTG Legal Defense Fund to hold contributions which HTG
may want to make to aid various legal gay rights endeavors.
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
