Jeff Levi Addresses HTG

Jeff Levi is Executive Director of Political Affairs for the National
Gay Task Force. On his most recent trip to the Bay Area, he visited with
HTG to bring us up-to-date with what NGTF is doing in the fight for gay
rights. Here are highlights of what he had to say.

Jeff thanked HTG for its participation in both the DISCO suit and for
our work with local employers to end anti-gay employment discrimination.
NGTF has continually applied pressure to the military on many fronts. The
most recent challenge has been to the Department of Defense for considering
required testing of servicemen for HTLV-III antibodies. Test results could
obviously be misused in many ways. A new corporate survey will also be
undertaken at the end of August.

On the issue of AIDS, Jeff cited some recent successes in funding
increases for both research and education. NGTF was able to get the
Administration to add $45 million to the 1985-86 budget. Additional monies
were also obtained from existing federal programs. More funding is still
needed, and NGTF is still hard at work. Jeff commented that the "silver
lining"” in the AIDS "cloud" may well be that the government is finally
being forced to deal with homosexuality and gay-related issues. Each
learning experience breaks down the ignorance and fear which has made our
rights a politcal hot potato.

Jeff concluded with a call far help. There is something each of us
can do to make a contribution. It adds up. Thank you Jeff for visiting
with us. Keep up the good work.
