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NGTF QUARTERLY MEETING

Rick Rudy recently attended the
quarterly meeting of NGTF (his first as
newly elected board member) in New Youk
City. Here is a brief summary of the
activity at that meeting.

Since NGTF is the major national
gay and lesbian organization who's work
is carried out in a large part by
lobbying with the federal government,
NGTF voted to move its office to
Washington D.C. from New York.

The National Gay Task Force has
generaly been perceived as an east coast
organization. Now however, there are 22
board members representing fourteen
states. Many of these are from small
cities well outside gay meccas.

In an unprecidented move, the board
unanimously agreed to add "Lesbian" to
the name of the organization. Several
Board members have for years lobbyed for
this action, feeling strongly that full
support from the lesbian community was
impossible without such a change.

The NGTF board members from the bay
area are: Rick Rudy, San Jose; Peter
Fowler and Charlie Wing, San Francisco;
bernice Soo Hoo Lee, Berkeley.

LAST MONTH'S MEETING

One hundred and fifteen people
attended our first meeting held at the
Campbell Community Center. The
facilities were nice and there was
plenty of room.

Once the meeting was called to
order, status reports were given by the
chairpersons of each of the committees.

During the PABAC updade, Roger took
a spontanious survey of those attending
the meeting. One question was: How
many people are "out" at work? 20 of
the 115 attending said they were out.
The other question was How many
participated in the white shirt day? 30
people responded yes to this.

After the business meeting was
completed, we then had a panel
discussion on "AIDS Support in Silicon
Valiey." On the panel was John Hester,
Director of the ARIS Project; Yolanda
Perez, Imperial AIDS foundation; David
Burgess, Santa Clara County Health
Department; and Wiggsy Sivertsen, Santa
Clara County AIDS Foundation.

Each speaker gave a presentation on
their organization and on the work they
have done thus far for AIDS patients in
the south bay. The discussion was
followed by an informative question and
answer session.

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A BIT OF HISTORY

Starting this month and continuing
for the next couple of months we present
"A Bit of History." A look back at the
beginning of HTG and continuing right on
up to the present.

In April 1983 members of LGAES,
(Lesbian and Gay Associated Engineers
and Scientists) who had been meeting in
the south bay for over a year formed a
south bay chapter known as High Tech
Gays. At that meeting officers were
selected. Rick Rudy was selected
president, Denny Carroll secretary and
Eric Lipanovich treasurer.

With by-laws in hand, Rick called
to order the first meeting of HTG on May
15, 1983 with 15 members attending. By
the end of that meeting the group was
well on its way. Some of the accomplish-
ments were; a logo design,(printed
above) plans to participate in the 1983
San Jose Gay Pride Rally, and a
committee formed to organize social
activities.

HTG got a big boost from the rally
as 80 peogle signed our mailing list and
some of those even became members on the
spot.

In October, 1983 HTG hosted its
first %Pest speakers at a meeting, they
were; Larry Ghilzai and his attorney Liz
Shivell. who were there to discuss a
sexual orientation discrimination law-
suit filed against SEEQ, a local high
tech emplover.

By year's end the HTG membership
had tripled and 45 people attended the
1983 Christmas meeting.
