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Last Month's Meeting

One hundred and forty five people attended
our pot luck and meeting in January, a record
attendance.

Rick called for reports from the various
committees: PABAC, Womens, and Activities.
See committee reports elsewhere in the
newsletter for specifics. Our guest speaker, Tom
Nolan, was introduced and he spoke to the
group and answered questions.

Tom Nolan: Last Month’s Speaker

Our guest speaker was Tom Nolan, Supervisor
for San Mateo County. He spoke on three
topics: his political experience, AIDS in San

Mateo County and personal impact after
becoming a political person.
Tom graduated from Duke University

Divinity School. He worked for the Catholic
Diocese in Richmond, VA. At that time Tom
urged the Bishop to acknowledge the Dignity
chapter. The Bishop showed little interest at
that time but later was positive.

Seven years ago, Tom moved to San
Francisco. He then moved to San Mateo County
where he ran for the County Board of
Supervisors.

Tom Nolan is one of 22 openly gay elected
officials in the entire nation.

There have been 80 cases of AIDS in San
Mateo County. Tom was influential in
establishing a task force on AIDS to oversee
testing, care, and education in the county.

"Personally the last two years have been
frightening at times, but the support from
friends and strangers have been enlightening".

Tom was elected V.P. of the Board of
Supervisors recently. Next year he will be
President.
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Being Out on the Job

I recently received a call from a gay man
who works for a well known company in the
Valley. He inquired about the activities of
PABAC and the luck we had (or didn’t have) in
getting his company to adopt a policy of non-
discrimination for sexual orientation.

He had had his closet door rudely opened for
him by a co-worker ("telling everyone in the
division that I am gay") and is now reading hate
in everyone’s eyes that he passes in the hall. He
wants to change divisions; to get submerged in a
new environment that "doesn’t know."

While I sympathize with him for being thus
thrust into turmoil by an obnoxious gossip, I
have some doubts as to whether running off to a
different division will bring his life back into
order. Coming out on the job is a very difficult
decision for most of us to make, and no one
should have the right to make this decision for
us.

Yet when "the word is out", it is perhaps time
to take the offensive, and refuse to let the small
minds and backroom bigots have the upper
hand. If others stop chatting with you at the
coffee pot, that is their loss. If some sneer
behind your back, running away won’t stop the
sneers, it may even increase them.

Doing your job well and insisting that others
interface with you productively at the office, is
what we all need to work towards. If a few are
no longer your "buddies" because they can’t
accept your gayness, let them know that it is
their problem, not yours; you haven’t changed,
they have.

It’s tough to come out on the job (though it is
easier here in the Bay Area then elsewhere), but
being proud of yourself and your accomplish-
ments, and refusing to be what others would
like you to be, may just be the best New Year’s
present you can give yourself in 1986.
