Harry Britt offers encouraging
words to crowd at HTG meeting

Our guest speaker this month was Harry
Britt, San Francisco Supervisor and Co-Chair
of the California NO on 64/Stop LaRouche
Committee. Here are some excerpts from his
speech Dbefore 160 people attending the
September meeting of High Tech Gays.

"It’s LaRouche that has brought us
together, I guess, and we can talk about that
as much as you want but I’ve been waiting a
long time to get an invitation down here so
I’ve got to discuss a couple of things first.

"l don’t know what kind of image High
Tech Gays has, but you ought to realize that
you are, in terms of moving to a position of
power, probably the single most important
thing that’s been going on in Gay California
in the past 5 or 6 years. And besides that,
you happen to be located in the heart of
yuppieland... ..everybody wants you. This is
really the place where suburbia is being
tested, where the drug war is going to be
fought. This is really the place where the
future of this country is being decided. I
hope you have a sense of how very important
that makes you and how eager everyone is
going to want to deal with you if you allow
them to see your strength.

"The biggest single job I have had in
working in the lesbian and gay community
has been getting our own folks to accept the
possibilities and the power that is part of the
lesbian and gay movement.

"We spend so much time in growing up
learning how to be weak with a smile and
learning how to do things other pecople want
us to do in order not to get punished by
mommie, daddy, or the church, the boss or
whoever. That it is very very hard for us and
it is hard for me to move into a position of
power and a position of leadership in this
culture, a position of setting the roles that
men and women are supposed to play rather
than accommodating them and all that
business of accepting our personal power and
freedom. It is exciting to find a group like
yours which everyone tells me is doing that
and beginning to make some real changes in
the way you look at yourselves and the way
you look at the world,"

"I guess the first time in my life that I
ever thought that I could be anything other
than an accommodationist was when I got
involved with Martin Luther King long before
I dealt with my homosexuality. Something he
said to his people that it is not important that
you are black but that you are not free. You
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don’t find power in your experience and you
don’t know how to affect society because you
are busy adjusting it and accepting second
class citizenship.

"Harvey Milk use to talk a lot about
Martin Luther King and say that we are up
against the same thing. The important thing
about us is not that we are homosexual,
through that’s nice, but the important thing
about us is that we have been unfree and we
are in the position of suddenly accepting or
rejecting freedom and beginning to teach the
world what lesbian and gay freedom means
about the human condition.

"A lot of what lesbian and gay politics is
about, I think, is simply being present to the
political system in such a way that our lives
become important and what is going on in our
lives can teach non-gay people what their
lives are all about.

"The LaRouche Initiative really gives us a
chance to do that in a way that nothing has
up to now because all the issues are there. A
lot of our political work has been convincing
the body politic that our struggle is central.
There is something that is going on in our
experience that speaks to the heart, that pain
that we feel is a human pain.. Somehow
society must learn about us ...

"I think that what we are about is
expanding the definition of the human family
as the world sees that we are not marginal but
we are real. It is hard to think that LaRouche
is for real.. Politically we have problems
aligning people on our side but LaRouche is
forcing a political battle a lot of us have been
putting off that I as an old preacher have
been welcoming for some time, mainly the
challenge of fundamentalist fanaticism in this
country... This is now a threat to the
mainstream of America. Fortunately we are
positioned in a way to recognize that early
and play a leading role in our culture’s battle
with their kind of creationism.

"How well we do on this initiative will be
the way the politicians will look at us for the
indefinite future.. Every county must be
won, especially Santa Clara.. In some sense
the action has shifted from San Francisco to
here in Santa Clara and there isn’t anyone
more powerful or stronger than High Tech
Gays and the people of this county. This is
your opportunity to show Los Angeles and San
Francisco that you have strong gay
organizations here... and lead the way."
