HIGH-TECH PROGRESS AND HOMETOWN COMFORTS:
A GAY COMMUNITY COMES OF AGE IN SAN JOSE

always tagged ourselves onto the back of San Francisco, but that doesn't make

sense anymore'

Located at the southern end of San Francisco Bay in Santa Clara County, San Jose

has benefited enormously from its position as gateway to California's famed Silicon

Valley. The high-tech boom of the past 25 years has transformed what was once a

sleepy agricultural town into the seventeenth largest city in the nation.

Yet for all its growth and prosperity, many Californians still regard San Jose as

something of an oversized backwater a
kind of New Jersey of the West Coast
The city has suffered particularly when
contrasted with San Francisco, its
cosmopolitan rival 45 miles to the north.

But San Jose lesbian and gay activists
don't seem to mind the comparison. The
gay community of Santa Clara County is
coming of age with the progress of high
tech, they say, while preserving the com-
forts of hometown living. And that's one
claim San Francisco is hardly f i t  to
challenge.

"San Jose is recognized nationally as
a business environment the center of the
high tech industry" says Rick Rudy, an
MIT graduate who has made the city his
home for 12 years. "All the same, this is a
residential community. It's not a big city
environment with big city, gay ghetto
concerns"

As president of High Tech Gays (HIC),
the nation's leading organization for les-
bian and gay technology professionals,
Rudy has become a familiar spokesper-
son for the gay Silicon Valley community.

Founded three and a half years ago
with a group of 12, HTG now boasts 400
dues-paying members and a mailing list
of close to 1,000. Nearly 150 people regu-
larly attend the group's monthly potluck
in nearby Campbell — a fact that has not
escaped the notice of local politicians.

'We've had the vice-mayor of San Jose
and other elected officials visit recently;
they don't get to addres5 any group of this
size very often:' Rudy said. "I think the
community has been making itself a lot
more visible in the past couple of years.-

According to Rudy, the majority of
HTG members join the organization "to
network, find out what businesses are
doing in the area and which businesses
are comfortable places to work!' But HTG
has launched a Political and Business
Action Committee as well to  lobby
Silicon Valley industries fo r  non-
discrimination policies.

HTG has also actively supported an
ongoing lawsuit charging the federal
government with antigay discrimination
in issuing security clearances. 'We don't
know how many CIA and FBI agents are
coming to our potlucks,- Rudy joked, "but
they're probably the ones bringing the
Kentucky Fried Chicken'

Rudy's election last year to the board
of the National Gay and Lesbian Task
Force has brought further notice to San
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Jose and HTG " I  think people here
perceive that they have an additional
voice on the national scene," Rudy said
'We're dearly a separate entity now —
not just people somew here south of San
Francisco"

T h e  gay community of Santa ClaraCounty counts itself decidedly lucky
to fall behind San Francisco in one area
AIDS statistics A s  of  September the
county had reported 159 cases in a popu-
lation of nearly 1.5 million, San Fran-
cisco, by  comparison, had registered
2,348 in a population of 700,000

"I think the reputation of the San Jose
community has been bolstered — in an
unfortunate way, certainly — by the AIDS
scare," notes Rudy "People who used to
say, 'I'm from near San Francisco: now
very happily say, 'I'm from San Jose or Los
Gatos or Cupertino'"

Local organizers and health profes-
sionals don't expect the impression that
San Jose is untouched by AIDS to con-
tinue A  sharp rise in cases has already
appeared as the impact of the disease
spreads into suburban areas. This fact
first hit home in July, when the San Fran-
cisco Chronic le reported a  411%
increase in Santa Clara County AIDS
cases since Aprill985

'We still don't know to what extent
we'll mirror the incidence of AIDS in San
Francisco, but  we're up to 20 cases a
month:' said Bob Sorenson, executive
director of the ARIS Project, an AIDS
support group serving Santa Clara
County

Despite the growing numbers, public
response to AIDS in the San Jose area has
been remarkably reasonable, according
to Mill icent Kellogg, education coor-
dinator fo r  the Santa Clara County
Health Department AIDS Project

"I haven't seen any waves of hysteria.
Perhaps one reason is we haven't had any
children with AIDS, so there hasn't been
anything to mobilize around:' she said

Sorenson largely concurred. "Some
people here with religious values have

used AIDS as an excuse for condemna-
tion, but it doesn't seem too bad recent-
ly The people I connect with — basically
in the heterosexual business commu-
nity — have given ARIS a very positive
response"

Founded in 1985 and modeled on San
Francisco's Shanti Project, ARIS has
trained some 90 emotional support
volunteers; i t  presently serves 45
clients — people with AIDS or ARC and
their loved ones.

"Practical support services — helping
people with housework and so on —
aren't as well developed, and we don't
have a residence program in the county
yet:' Sorenson said. "As we're presented
with more cases, we'll need to work on
building those services

Kellogg estimates that the County
AIDS Project has given educational
presentations to more than 40,000 indi-
viduals "We've covered a really startling
range of groups, from IBM and Hewlitt-
Packard to Meals On Wheels and college
students:' she said

But AIDS education specifically for
gay men has been more difficult to ac-
complish "The gay community in San
Jose is considerably more diffuse than in
San Francisco, there's no one place to
reach it:' Kellogg explained "We have a
lot more to do in that area, but at least we
have a running start"

S a n  Jose gay politics essentiallydied with the defeat of Measures A
and B," said Ken Yeager, recalling the bit-
ter election of 1979, when fundamen-
talists successfully repealed separate gay
rights laws in San Jose and Santa Clara
County; "BAYMEC was the first resurrec-
tion," he added

A 1976 political science graduate from
San Jose State University, Yeager founded
the Bay Area Municipal Elections Com-
mittee (BAYMEC) in 1984 The group acts
as a political action committee and as an
activist organization to further gaN rights

"We had debated amongst ourselves
which tack to take and had talked to peo-
ple in Los Angeles and San Francisco who
said, 'You've got to be either a political
action committee or a political club, not
both: " Yeager said "But because of the
void in San Jose, by default we had to
be both"

BAYMEC's record justifies i ts dual
function To  date, i t  has raised over
522,000 in local campaign contributions.
At the same time it has successfully lob-
bied the Santa Clara County Board of
Supervisors to approve an AIDS Task
Force and funding for AR IS and has con-
vinced San Jose to institute training on
gay male and lesbian concerns for the
city police department.

Yeager currently acts as Santa Clara
and San Mateo County coordinator for
the statewide campaign against Proposi-
tion 64, the LaRouche-sponsored AIDS
quarantine initiative that will appear on
the California ballot in November Strat-
egists on both sides are calling the area
a crucial target for the anti-LaRouche ef-
fort, and BAY MEC is preparing to meet
the challenge.

San Jose, Cal i fo rn ia

O n e  measure of the progress thathas been made in gay San Jose is
the expansion of the Billy DeFrank Les-
bian and Gay Community Center After
five years in inadequate facilities, the
center has moved to a spacious former
dance studio in  the "gay zip code"
(95126)— an area with the city's greatest
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concentration o f  gay businesses. The
result center activities are booming.

According to Executive Director David
Treadwell, organizers founded t h e
DeFrank center named in memory of a
popular b lack drag entertainer Ñ in
response to the defeat of the San Jose
and Santa Clara County gay rights
referenda.

"The opposition had the feeling that
they were going to drive us back into the
closet Ñ but the opposite really hap-
pened: Treadwel I recalled. "A lot of peo-
ple had come out to work on the cam-
paign and they still wanted to contribute
positive things to the community. After
three months of floundering, we decided
to open a community center"

The DeFrank center currently spon-
sors an information and referral hot line
that takes calls three hours a day. Support
groups for gay men, older lesbians, young
gay men and lesbians, and people inter-
ested in S/M meet regularly, The board of
directors publishes a  newsletter and
holds a  community meeting once a
month.

"We like to think that the community
center is a place where anybody can feel
free to come down and join in:  com-
mented Wayne Herriford, the public rela-
tions committee chair. "We don't have a
particular political bent. If a group is out
there and needs a facility, that's what the
center is for"

Board member Paula Martinez, a 20-
year-old San Jose native, stressed the
DeFrank center's commitment to serving

, populations that often go unnoticed in
Silicon Valley Ñ the young, women, peo-
ple of color.

'We have women calling all the time.
They want to know a way to interact
without going to the bars:' Martinez said.
"Some people do feel a little uncomfort-
able because the majority of women at
the center are white, so we're hoping to
start a women of color group"

The recent opening o f  Sisterspirit
Woman's Bookstore a t  the DeFrank
center should help meet these needs. Ac-
cording t o  collective member Karen
.Hester, Santa Clara County has "a large
feminist community, but it's very scat-
tered. One of our goals is to try to bring
more unity to the women's community"

With an annual budget approaching
$30,000, the DeFrank center cannot yet
serve the gay community as well as its
organizers would like Ñ but their deter-
mination to grow is evident. 'We have a
long way to go: Martinez summed up,
"but at least San Jose is beginning to
notice us"

family newspaper of the Santa Clara
Valley' lists 13 bars in the San Jose area

Several unpretentious bars cluster
along four blocks of Stockton Street
Known to  gay locals as "The Strip,"
straight folk usually call this"the edge of
town"Ñ  a picturesque mix o f  sagging
warehouses, weather-beaten Victorian
cottages and homosexuals i n  jeans,
leather and an occasional Stetson

Bartender Tracy Johnson, a  lean,
square-shouldered lesbian who has lived
in the area for six years, works at Buck's
on Stockton "Down here on the strip" she
remarked, "the scene is real mellow The
bars are all like family w e  work real
well together, kind of take care of each
other"

The liveliest dance clubs in town are
about a  quarter-mile f rom Stockton
Street, within walking distance of the
DeFrank center Kevan's is a classic '60s
coffee shop and lounge gone gay, with
red and gray high-tech decor and a
friendly, ethnically mixed crowd

There I met Russell McIntosh, presi-
dent of the local gay bowling league,
near the tufa f i re  p i t  a  vestige o f
Kevan's former incarnation. "San Jose is
great It's really like a hometown: he told
us. "In San Francisco, it's kind of all sex-
ual, here, you can actually talk to people"

Visions, a newcomer on the scene, is
trendier and more up-scale than Kevan's.
Highlights a strong top-40 play list a bar-
back who looks like a Donelan character
come to life and progressive manage-
ment committed to  supporting local
community organizers

One feature clearly distinguishes the
San Jose bars from their estimated 200
counterparts in San Francisco the consis-
tent welcome they extend to both sexes.
As Wayne Herriford of the center put it,
"The discos have almost always been
mixed There are two women's bars, and
the places on Stockton are mainly foi
men, but none of them has ever said 'you
can't come in:  or  made people feel
unwelcome.

"Our community is spread all over a
very large county, and the connections
may no t  always be  highly visible,"
Herriford noted. "But if we're doing the
right kinds of networking that shouldn't
matter"

Clearly, the right kind of networking is
well under way in Santa Clara County,
and the result is hometown friendliness,
high-tech progress and a promising future
for a unique community of gay men and
lesbians "somewhere south of San Fran-
cisco"'

T h e  cri t iques f rom the classes
as t h e  r e s u l t  o f  Wiggsy's sk i l l s  have  improved
over t h e  mon ths .  " W e  h a v e  m a d e  a  l o t  o f
progress."
