Our g u e s t  speaker  a t  t h e  November
meeting was  K e v i n  R o e  f r o m  C o m m u n i t y
U n i t e d  A g a i n s t  V i o l e n c e  (CUAV) who
talked about anti-gay violence, what i t  is and
what we ought to do to stop it.

CUAV i s  a n  agency organized i n  San
Francisco in 1979 to combat anti-gay violence.
Funding i s  f r o m  the  c i t y  Dis t r ic t  Attorney's
office, United Fund, and personal grants.

CUAV administers to  victims by  offer ing
counselling and legal services.

Eighty percent o f  actual  violence goes
unreported, probably because o f  the negative
attitude o f  t h e  author i t ies  towards  gays.
White, s t ra ight  m e n  u n d e r  t h e  age  o f  2 0
perpetrate ove r  5 0  percent o f  t h e  ant i -gay
crimes. B l a c k  people perpetrate around 3 0
percent and Hispanic people about 8  percent.
Lately the  average age o f  the  attackers has
been going up. R a r e l y  are these attacks one-
on-one.

Recognition o f  t he  problem i s  required.
Our leg is la tu re  m u s t  recogn ize  a n t i - g a y

iviolence as a h a t e  c r m e .  T h e  publ ic must
be educated.

Coming Out
of the PC Closet

I I s u a l l y  in this column I
focus on issues largely
relevant only to the per-

sonal computer community. Now,
in a departure from my regular
subject matter, I'd like to address
an issue with much broader social
significance. It's one, I believe,
that's important enough to
merit your attention and your
involvement.

Recently. I received a letter
from Governor Joe Frank Harris
of Georgia inviting me to take
part in a technology tour of the
Atlanta area. He's looking for
good press about that region's
great technological opportunities.
of course, Georgia has some won-
derful success stories. After all, it's
the home of some major personal
computer companies and industry
leaders.

Unfortunately, Georgia, like a
handful of other states, happens to
be the home of an oppressive law
whose spirit stifles the very pro-
gressiveness Governor Harris
hopes to promote in his quest for
high-tech immigrants to his state.

I'm referring to the Georgia
state law, recently upheld by the
U.S. Supreme Court, that outlaws
sodomy (defined as oral and/or
anal sex)—even when practiced by
consenting adults in the privacy of
their own homes.

This statute threatens the per-
sonal sexual freedom of every-
one—heterosexuals and gays alike.

By threatening to imprison or
punish offenders, this archaic law
may violate constitutional rights,
including the Eighth Amendment's
ban against "cruel and unusual
punishment" and the Fourth
Amendment's guarantee of "the
right of the people to be secure in
their persons Land] houses."

You may well ask, what does a
law against sodomy have to do
with personal computers and high
technology? The answer is that the
law conflicts with the very vision
that compelled the growth of per-
sonal computers.

The original vision of the per-
sonal computer world was based
on the principle of a progressive,
laissez-faire capitalist society. One
that allowed for more personal ex-
pression and gave people greater
decision-making power. A society
where people were judged by their
contributions and not their
lifest yles.

Therefore, I feel that the per-
sonal computer world should
think twice about supporting
high-tech development in states
that lack a decent social climate
for high-tech to operate in.

In fact, i t  would behoove the
state of Georgia and other states
with similar laws to consider the
sensibilities of those very indi-
viduals they are seeking to attract
to their high-tech corridors.

The personal computer was cre-
ated by renegade hobbyists who
were committed to individualism.
The PC promise—which thrives
and is upheld by many of this in-
dustry's founders—is to preserve
and enhance the power of the
individual.

What that means is more free-
dom. Not less freedom.

Today, that same open spirit
prevails in many personal com-
puter companies where employees
wear blue jeans and T-shirts to
work. Where they have the free-
dom to come and go as they like,
as long as they're really good at
what they do. Their value as em-
ployees directly relates to the value
of their work.

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The industry guardians of the
original PC vision are careful to
foster this creativity. In doing so,
they allow for a more richly di-
verse world and society. In fact,
personal computer technology is
moving away from what had been
predominantly white, upper-mid-
dle-class management, to the great
benefit of our society as well as
other societies around the world.
This broad-mindedness is helping
to create new jobs, new oppor-
tunities, and new markets every
day.

Now, it's extremely important
to recognize that gay people are
among the foremost contributors
to the creation, success, and fulfill-
ment of the personal computer
vision.

Many programmers, designers,
and engineers who happen to be
gay have been the brains behind
some of the most significant prod-
ucts that helped revolutionize our
information-driven society.

How can people who are gay
feel secure living in Georgia when
an inhumane law hangs over their
heads like the sword of Damocles?

In the meantime, I think we can
take certain decisive steps to com-
bat sexual apartheid in Georgia.
Changing the law there would
make it easier to reverse similar
laws in other states.

PC users who are concerned
about Georgia's sodomy law
should use their PCs to create and

distribute mailing lists of Geor-
gians who are influential in the
state legislature and the civil rights
movement.

Perhaps a massive letter-writing
campaign would unleash the
power of the PC to foster an en-
vironment in Georgia that we can
all support and enjoy. Atlanta is a
wonderful place, after all. It's one
of the most elegant and charming
cities in the world.

Above all, as concerned cit-
izens—not only of the personal
computer community but of the
world beyond the keyboard—we
should come out of our closets
and rally to the cause of justice
and freedom by exorcising this
distinctly user-unfriendly law.

Francisco i s  fo r tunate  t o  have  C U AV,  a n d
HTG is glad t o  have provided them a  fo rum
in the South Bay.

But v i o l e n c e  a g a i n s t  m i n o r i t i e s  i s  a
nationwide problem: each neighborhood has its
own minor i ty population against which i t  may
turn when the mood strikes.

The federal government, many states, and
police o rgan iza t i on  t r a c k  s u c h  v i o l e n c e ,
publish s t a t i s t i c s  a n d  h a v e  p l a n s  f o r
combating i t ,  i f  the minor i ty  is  strong enough
to i ns i s t  o n  i t s  r i gh t s .  B lacks ,  Hispanics,
women, Asians, etc .  have  t h e i r  lobbies a n d
partake o f  such governmental protection. Gays
and lesbians do not. Yet.

The National Gay and Lesbian Task Force
(NGLTF) estab l ished a  V i o l e n c e  P r o j e c t
several y e a r s  a g o  t o  d o c u m e n t  a n t i - g a y
violence a n d  harassment, t o  pub l i sh  these
studies, a n d  t o  w o r k  towards  f o r c i n g  t h e
government t o  r e c o g n i z e  t h e  p r o b l e m
off ic ia l ly.

This project i s  very  germane to  the Task
Force's mission,  recon f i rmed a t  t h e  recent
November 7-9 meeting o f  NGLTFs  Board o f
directors:

The N a t i o n a l  G a y  a n d  Lesb ian  Ta s k
Force i s  a n  e d u c a t i o n a l  a n d  a d v o c a c y
organization c o m m i t t e d  t o  secur ing  l ega l ,
economic a n d  s o c i a l  f r e e d o m s  e n a b l i n g
lesbians a n d  g a y  m e n  t o  l e a d  v i s i b l e ,
productive and proud lives.
