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David Bunnell Speaks
Before Record HTG Crowd

Nearly 250 people attended the January 11th month-

ly meeting of High Tech Gays to hear guest speaker,
David Bunnell, Editor-in-Chief of PC World and Mac
World magazines and Chairman of  the Board of PCW
Communications. I n  addition to founding PC World
and Mac World in 1982 and 1984, respectively, Bunnell
was the founder o f  Personal Computing magazine in
1978 and PC Magazine in 1981.

In the November, 1986 issue of PC World and Mac
World Bunnell's editorial was headlined, "Coming Out
of the PC Closet."

The editorial was an attack on Georgia's sodomy
law, the legislation that was the basis for  the U.S.
Supreme Court's Hardwick decision last June.

Bunnell, who is straight, called Georgia "the home of
an oppressive law that conflicts with the very vision that
compelled the growth of personal computers." H e  em-
phasized that "the PC world should think twice about
supporting high technology development in states that
lack a decent social climate for high tech to operate in."

High Tech Gays invited him to the monthly meeting
to discuss his editorial. Usually all the positive articles
are in the gay press. I t  was terrific to see a positive ar-
ticle outside where people who need to see it will.

The idea for the editorial Bunnell says, came after he
received a letter from Governor Frank Harris of Geor-
gia inviting him on a technology tour o f  the Atlanta
area. The intention was that Bunnell would come back
and write a "glowing" column about the area.

His response to the Governor was a two paragraph
letter stating that he could not support high technology
development in Georgia until they repealed the sodomy
law.

Somehow the letter was copied and the Atlanta sales
office for PC World/Mac World began to receive calls
from advertisers who were upset. Bunne l l  said he
wrote the column so they would know what he was
thinking about.

Since t h e  column was published, Bunnell has
received over 2000 letters of which about 40% suggest
that the column was not appropriate for that type of
magazine. About another 40% disagreed (ie. supported
the sodomy law). Only 20% of the letters were in sup-
port of Bunnell's comments.

"I got a l l  kinds o f  letters from bigots, including
serious bigots" says Bunnell. T h e  letters ranged from
comments like "Frankly I  think that psychedelic drug
users contributed more t o  P C  development than
homosexuals" to "No one has the right to spread the
curse of AIDS."

The impact on the magazines initially has been sig-
nificant but Bunnell feels that the effect will be tem-
porary. Seven pages of advertising were canceled in-
cluding ads from companies i n  Georgia (continued)
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(continued from page 2) such as Peach Tree Software
and Quadram. The Executive Director of the Salvation
Army sent a disturbing letter along with a request to
cancel his subscription. About 500 other readers across
the nation canceled their subscription. Let ters were
written to presidents of other companies asking them to
withdraw their advertising from the magazine. Letters
were even sent to the president of PC World asking him
to fire Bunnell. Bunnell was not concerned since he is
Chairman of the Board.

On the positive side, a  consulting company called
Tele Staffing sent a letter through MCI Mail to high
tech companies in Atlanta and to the Governor to en-
dorse the PC World editorial and even going beyond the
recommendation made by the editorial. Tele Staffing
has a company policy not to recommend for purchase
any software or hardware manufactured in the state of
Georgia until the sodomy law is repealed.

On the humorous side, A  letter f rom Montana
stated; "Come to Montana. We don't have any laws like
that. A s  far  as I  know i f  anyone sneaks into our
bedroom, we shoot them."

Bunnell thinks it is very important for writers in tech-
nology to write about real social issues because technol-
ogy has the potential to do either good or bad. "Those
of us who are creating the technology have an obliga-
tion to steer it to have a positive impact on our culture.
I believe that very deeply. I  hope you do to."

David Bunnell's talk was followed by thunderous ap-
plause and a standing ovation

PC Desktop Publishing
Is Here

So here it is, another HTG Newsletter. But wait, yes

it does look different. Was it typeset? No, this Newslet-
ter was "Desktop Published" on  an AT & T  PC6300
(IBM compatible) and an HP LaserJet Plus printer.
Those of you who use a PC and have been interested in
desktop publishing (Mac style) may find this of interest.
All o f  the text o f  the newsletter was entered using
MicroSoft Word version 3.1. The page layout and com-
position was done using the first real desktop publishing
program available for the PC called Ventura Publisher
from Xerox Corporation. T h e  fonts used for text and
the graphics used for  art are a  combination o f  HP
downloadable fonts, Fancy Fonts from SoftCraft, GEM
Graph and Gem Paint by Digital Research.

In addition to our newsletter, the BAYMEC newslet-
ter is  now produced using the same hardware and
software.

At the November COMDEX show in Las Vegas
many vendors o f  both software and hardware were
showing new products to bring desktop publishing to
the MS DOS world.

I have had an opportunity to work with three dif-
ferent packages for the PC so far. They are: Cl ickArt
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Publisher, PageMaker, and Ventura Publisher. Unti l
January 15th only ClickArt and Ventura were actually
available for purchase.

ClickArt is very slow and difficult to work with, espe-
cially if you want to lay out more than a one page docu-
ment.

PageMaker is much more powerful and is easier to
learn than ClickArt but i t  is also very slow. I n  fact,
Aldus, publisher of PageMaker, highly recommends you
have a n  A T  type machine t o  r u n  the  software.
PageMaker for the PC runs under MicroSoft Windows.

Ventura has a l l  o f  t he  formatting power o f
PageMaker plus some very important extras. F i rs t  of
all it is fast! T h e  program runs in the Gem operating
environment from Digital Research. I t  runs quite fast
on my AT & T 6300. Ano ther  advantage o f  Ventura
Publisher is Style Sheets. The  program comes with 21
different style sheets for many different kinds of docu-
ments, plus you can create your own. The advantage of
a style sheet is consistency. T h i s  newsletter will not
need to be formatted each month thanks to a  style
sheet.

Jean Kovalich to Speak
in February

Jean Kovalich, the controversial lesbian who is suing

the Department of Defense for anti-gay discrimination,
will be the guest speaker at HTG's February 8 meeting.

Kovalich, a 13 year veteran of the Defense Investiga-
tive Service (which conducts investigations o f  in -
dividuals for various branches o f  the federal govern-
ment), was suspended in January 1986 from her newly
appointed position of Special Agent in Charge of the
San Francisco office when she revealed that she was a
lesbian. While suspended she performed only clerical,
non-sensitive functions, until October 1986 when she
was demoted to her previous rank as Investigator. She
did not lose her Top Secret clearance. (continued)

(also attorney for High Tech Gays vs DISCO) will join
her at the HTG meeting. Gayer states that the govern-
ment simply does not want gay people to hold clearan-
ces and will use any excuse to get rid of them.

At issue is  whether gay people truly are security
risks, simply by virtue of their being gay. The fact that
Kovalich for thirteen years may have provided the am-
munition to DISCO and others that allowed anti-gay dis-
crimination to continue adds irony to the fact that she
herself is now caught in the very same web. Some have
said "it serves her right!", but does it?

Come to the February 8th meeting and hear Jean
Kovalich tell the story in her own words and then take
the opportunity to ask her the really hard questions. Or
perhaps she will challenge us with the really hard ques-
tions. Come and see for yourself.

Seven Political A n d  Business Action Committee

(PABAC) members were present at the first 1987 meet-
ing held on Tuesday January 13th at Paul Wysocld's of-
fice. N o w  that all the excitement from the NO on 64
Campaign has died down and because this is a new
year, t h e  meeting t ime  was spent brainstorming.
Several ideas and topics were presented as possible ac-
tivities for the group to work on, and i t  was felt that
these should be presented to the membership at large,
both as a way to get some helpful feedback, and as a
way to stimulate interest among those who may be un-
aware of PABAC's activities.

The list of topics are as follows:
1. Work with/support the Billy DeFrank Community

Center. The Center is not doing as well as hoped finan-
cially and possible restructuring of the Board of Direc-
tors is in the offing. Besides PABAC's efforts, those in-
dividuals with time, money, and/or expertise may want
to contact the Center directly to offer assistance - they
need your help. Another  way to help is to designate
United Way contributions from your paycheck to the
DeFrank Center.

2. Identify which local high tech companies have non
discrimination policies regarding gays and/or persons
with AIDS or ARC, and, conversely, to work with those
companies that don't to help implement such policies.
AIDS awareness campaigns might also be  an  ap-
propriate step.

3. Work with NOGLSTP (National Organization of
Gay and Lesbian Scientists and Technical Profes-
sionals). Since High Tech Gays is by far the largest or-
ganization of its kind in the country, it would be fitting
for us to take the lead in publishing the newsletter for
this group, and perhaps begin to have our voice heard
in a national context.
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A New Year

4. Support of  AB-1 (Non-discrimination bill vetoed
by Gov. Deukmejian). Apparent ly, A r t  Agnos, As-
semblyman from San Francisco, is re-introducing the
bill. HTG could be an important resource/support for
the vital ground breaking work.

5. Educational interaction with local politicians (eg.
Santa Clara County Board of Supervisors, various City
Councils, etc.). Perhaps a Speakers Bureau could be es-
tablished to provide information regarding our com-
munity.

6. Work with gay groups in  local companies (eg.
Apple, Tandem, HP). Someone may be interested in es-
tablishing an electronic bulletin board for the purpose
of coordinating information and networking the various
small groups that exist. To  that end, we could provide
a booth at the many trade shows that occur both locally
and nation-wide, with the proper cooperation of people
in these groups.

7. Stage workshops on how to form an "inter com-
pany" group. People in other large companies may be
interested in establishing a network for themselves.

8. Support/organize a  contingent for  the National
March in Washington D C planned for the Columbus
Day week-end in October of this year. I n  addition to
marching in the event that is just now in the planning
stages, an HTG contingent could also take the oppor-
tunity to meet our own elected representatives (Don Ed-
wards, Allen Cranston, etc) and make our voice heard
across the nation.

9. Supporting/organizing the HTG contingent in both
the San Francisco and San Jose Gay Freedom Day
Celebrations.

10. Provide suggestions for guest speakers for future
monthly HTG meetings. I n  addition to political figures,
these could be people involved in the arts, entertain-
ment, teachers, business leaders, etc.

11. A political junket to Sacramento to visit with our
elected representatives there. I t  would be a chance to
learn about the legislative process as well as presenting
a strong front to those whom we elected.

And to think, we came up with all these terrific ideas
in an hour and a half! Surely there's something here
that might interest you. There ' s  certainly a  lot  o f
worthwhile causes to work on as well as stimulating and
exciting experiences to be had, but only i f  you get off
your duff and participate! These things won't happen if
you sit back and let someone else do them. Come and
discover the fun of  joining in -  we need all levels of
ability and time commitment; you needn't work on
everything. The rewards of serving your community are
many; HTG is a growing, vibrant force that can have a
profound impact on the quality of our lives, but bitching
and complaining are not the way to accomplish our
goals. We  need your help and support. The next
PABAC meeting is on Tuesday, Feb. 10th at 7:30 PM at
1984 The Alameda, Suite #3.

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Women's Caucus News

Although a High Tech job is in no way a require-

ment for membership in HTG, we did have a very High
Tech speaker at our January meeting. David Bunnell,
Editor-in-Chief o f  PC World, Mac World and Publish
magazines, shared h is  thoughts wi th us  about h is
editorial against the Georgia sodomy law in particular,
and about personal computers, privacy issues and per-
sonal freedom in general. (See elsewhere in this issue
for more details. . i t  was outstanding!) I  spoke with
David after the meeting to ask him about the participa-
tion of women in the personal computer field. H e  said
that PC World (for users of IBM's and compatible) sur-
veyed their readers a couple of  years ago and found
that 92% of them were male. A  similar, but less formal
survey o f  MacWorld readers (Macintosh users) indi-
cated that about 80% of  them were male. Things do
seem to be changing, however. H e  and I were both im-
pressed by the number o f  participants at the recent
Mac World Exposition i n  San Francisco that  were
women (my estimate was 30-40%). I  asked him why he
thought the Mac was helping to bring women into a
field formerly dominated by men and boys, and he said
he thought that the Mac's "Intuitive" style appealed to
them.

On a more personal note: I  asked him i f  he was
prepared when he wrote his anti-sodomy-laws editorial
to have readers assume he was gay (he is not). H e  said
that i t  had never occurred to  him and that he was
amused at the viciousness of  the personal attacks that
were directed at him. All-in-all, he came across to me
as a  very open-minded, concerned and forthright in-
dividual.

There will not be an official Women's Caucus time at
future HTG meetings. M e n  have been arriving at 6:00
in large numbers, and they have decided to move-up
the starting time for everyone. A t  each meeting I  will
be there at 6:00 and will try to greet all women as they
arrive and introduce them to the other women who are
there. There may not be very many of us, but we do
have a wonderful time!
