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Kovach Shuns HTG
Meeting

Jean Kovalich, the controversial lesbian who is suing

the Department of Defense for anti-gay discrimination,
was to be the guest speaker at the February High Tech
Gays meeting.

After accepting an invitation to speak, she changed
her mind fearing the negative reactions similar to that
she has received already i n  the gay press. T h e s e
reports generally ignored the discrimination aspects,
and dwelt instead on the unpopular nature of  her job.
HTG President, Rick Rudy, assured her that High Tech
Gays was a  professional group that has hosted con-
troversial speakers in the past. However, he could not
convince Kovalich to change her mind. The 200 people
in attendance were openly disappointed that she did
not show up.

Kovalich's attorney, Dick Gayer, agreed to speak on
her behalf. Gayer, a gay rights lawyer, is also the attor-
ney for HTG vs. DISCO as well as being a member of

Rick has also gotten all the area's
state and national representatives on HTG's mailing list.
Don and Greg wil l  work together on  coordinating
HTG's participation in our upcoming National March
on Washington in October.

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New Procedures for HTG
Activity Sign-Ups

If you attended the February meeting, you are aware
that the Activities Committee has instituted some new
procedures to help standardize the process of  signing
up for an activity. W e  hope that these procedures will
simplify things for everyone. A s  we gain experience
with them, there will probably be some changes, but for
now, here are the procedures:
1. To  sign up for any activity:

* F i l l  out an activity sign-up form.
* Place the form, with your check for the specified
amount, in one of the envelopes provided. Make
the check payable to "H.T.G." or "High Tech Gays."
* D o  not seal the envelope, just tuck in the flap.
* D r o p  the envelope in the box.

2. I f  you are signing up for more than one activity, fill
out a separate slip for each activity. You  may write
a single check for the total amount due. Write both
activity names on the envelope.

3. I n  some cases, there will be an information sheet
describing the activity, with a sign-up form at the
bottom which can be torn off and used.

4. There will always be a supply of "standard" sign-up
forms available which can be used for any activity.
The activity announcement will identify any informa-
tion required in the blank boxes on the form.

5. Remember, NO SIGN-UP IS OFFICIAL UNLESS
ACCOMPANIED BY THE SPECIFIED PAY-
MENT! I n  most cases, payment in full will be re-
quired at the time of sign-up.

6. I n  the event that more sign-ups are received than can
be accommodated, paid-up members (and one guest
per member) will have priority, and then a drawing
will be held among non-members. I f  there are more
members signed up than can be accommodated, a
drawing among them will be held.

7. I n  some cases, a sign-up sheet will be used for infor-
mation purposes only. A t  any activity for which
there is a charge, the actual sign-up will be via the
sign-up form.

8. A l l  activity announcements in the Newsletter will con-
tain a sign-up deadline. Sign-ups received after the
deadline will be held on a wait-list in case of any
cancellations.
