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Minutes from
April 12 Meeting

About 150 people attended the April meeting of
High Tech Gays at the Billy DeFrank Gay and Lesbian
Community Center in San Jose.

After the pot luck meal, the meeting was called to
order by Rick Rudy at 7:30 PM.

Pete Conroy and others gave updates on upcoming
HTG activities (See calendar on first page).

Paul Wysocki covered PABAC (Political And Busi-
ness Action Committee) activities in progress including
plans for the Day in Sacramento which will be on
Thursday May 7th.

Rick Gave a call for help with HTG’s participation
in the San Jose and San Francisco gay pride celebra-
tions coming up in June.
