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JEAN KOVALICH SETTLES
WITH D.I.S.

HTG TO GET REFUND

After nearly two years of battling
with the Defense Investigative Ser-
vice on a charge of anti-gay dis-
crimination, Jean Kovalich reached
an out of court settlement on
December 12.

Kovalich stated that she is
"happy to remain a member of the
agency family and welcomes the
end of the litigation."

Attorney Dick Gayer said that
he felt that the government was
using the Kovalich case as a test of
the strength of the gay community,
to see how far it could be pushed.
They now know that the gay com-
munity cannot be robbed of its
rights and remain passive, he as-
serted.

In 1985 Kovalich had been
promoted to Supervisor of inves-
tigators when, during a normal
clearance review interview, DIS
"discovered" that she was a lesbian,
a fact she thought was widely
known and accepted. She was
promptly removed from her super-
visory position. DIS contended that
being a lesbian made her unsuitable
for a supervisory position and, addi-
tionally, that she did not "admit" to
being a lesbian before she was
asked.

Kovalich and attorney Gayer
sued DIS for discriminatory prac-
tices and, just before the case was
to go to trial, Federal District Court

Judge Legge suggested that the
government accept an out of court
settlement.

Seeing the handwriting on the
wall, and afraid of the precedent
which could be set by losing the
case through a trial, the govern-
ment caved in and settled.

According to Gayer, the terms
of the settlement include:

1. Kovalich will be reinstated to
the first supervisory opening which
may come along;

2. In the meanwhile she will
receive the grade (GM-13) and pay
of the supervisor's position while
performing the duties of an Inves-
tigator (level GS-12);

3. She will receive back pay at
the supervisor's rate;

4. The record of her demotion
from supervisor will be removed
from her personnel file; and

5. The government will pay all
court and attorney fees she in-
curred.

High Tech Gays had contributed
$500 to Jean Kovalich from our
HTG Legal Defense Fund and
Dick Gayer expects that when he is
repaid by the government for the
court costs, HTG will receive back
its $500 ! This money will go back
into the HTG Legal Defense Fund
to assist some other gay rights
litigant.

HTG vs. DISCO
Update

On November 24, U.S. Attorney
Joseph Russoniello filed a formal
Notice of Appeal in the case of
High Tech Gays vs. DISCO
(Defense Investigative Security
Clearance Organization), confirm-
ing our expectation that the govern-
ment would appeal the decision
from Judge Henderson last August.

Attorney Dick Gayer expects the
Federal briefs to be submitted in
February or March; our response in
April; their counter brief in May;
oral hearing together; and a ruling
possibly by January, 1989.

The group was founded several
years ago as an outgrowth of the
Peninsula Gay and Lesbian Youth
Group, and participants were ini-
tially trained by the Lambda In-
stitute of San Francisco. Its pur-
pose is to help promote under-
standing by answering questions

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and sharing personal experiences in
a classroom setting. Speakers from
the group have been requested by a
number of schools - from San Jose
to San Mateo - to speak in classes
such as Family Life, Health Ed. Dis-
crimination and Prejudice, etc., and
have always been invited back for
"repeat performances" in sub-
sequent semesters by the instruc-
tors.

athletic competition. The unequal treatment should be
obvious.

As you must also know, this issue reached the U.S.
Supreme Court. I t  is the dissenting opinion of this
Supreme Court case, which will in time prevail, not the
ignorant, homophobic and logically silly majority
opinion, which states that the USOC has not been dis-
criminatory in their refusal to let the Gay Games use the
name "Olympic," while letting hundreds of other or-
ganizations do so.

Have you no awareness that at least 20%, and possib-
ly more, here in the San Francisco Bay Area, are gay
men and lesbians, and, additionally, your customers?
Some are very large depositors.

While I regret that you do not look at what your bank
is doing from a moral, ethical perspective, from a purely
business standpoint, you are going to lose a lot of money
on this "misguided patriotism."
