WE’RE ON OUR WAY TO
AUSTRALIA
Aug. 17 through Aug. 30, 1988
In just one month the travel
agent that we now are using has
worked up our itinerary to
Australia! The trip that we have
planned now is a little different
than the one that we had outlined a
few months ago. We now will start
with four days in Papeete, Tahiti,
followed by four days in Sydney,
Australia, and finish our stay in the
South Pacific with more than two
days in Brisbane. On Aug. 17th we
will depart for Los Angeles where
we will catch Qantas flight 12 to
Papeete at 9 P.M. (flight time 8
hours 10 minutes). While in
Papeete we will be staying at the
Maeva Beach Hotel which shares a
beach with the French air base. On
Aug. 22nd we depart Papeete for
Sydney on Qantas flight 12 (flight
time 8 hours). While in Syndey we
will be staying at the Gazebo
Ramada Hotel in Kings Cross, just
a short walk from Oxford St.
(Australian for Castro St.). Then
on Aug. 27th we tentatively will fly
to Brisbane and Expo 88 where we
will be staying at the Gazebo
Ramada Hotel. We will then wrap
up the basic trip for those returning
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to the U. S. directly from Brisbane on Aug. 30th on Qan-
tas flight 25 to Honolulu, via Cairns, and in Honolulu we
will change flights to Qantas flight 3 to San Francisco.

The cost of this trip, without discounts which depend
on how many of us go, is projected to be $2160, double oc-
cupancy. There will be space for 50, prices are subject to
change unless you reserve and pay in-full before a change
occurs, substitutions of alternate hotels of equal quality
may occur, and at this time it appears that starting in
February we will be able to make reservations and pay a
nominal deposit which is refundable up until approximate-
ly 3 months before departure. Also, remember that a
valid passport is required for this trip. If you don’t have
one or it has expired, take care of it now while you have
plenty of time.

DISCO Update

An article by Lou Chibbaro in The Washington Blade brings us news about
some changes in DISCO policy brought about by the HTG v. DISCO suit.

According to the story, a memorandum written by John F. Donnelly, Assis-
tant Deputy Under Secretary of Defense for Counterintelligence and
Security, dated October 23, 1987, orders DOD investigators to comply with
Judge Thelton Henderson’s ruling not to enquire into the sex lives of gay ap-
plicants for security clearances.

"Investigative personnel simply must refrain from questioning homosexuals
concerning irrelevant details of their sexual activities... Obviously, criminal or
notorious activities must be pursued to a logical conclusion, but details con-
cerning such things as positions and who-did-what-to-whom’ are of no conse-
quence to any of the adjudicative criteria in the DOD Personnel Security
Program and could present a significant threat to forthcoming or future litiga-
tion," the memo said.

Donnelly specifically cited the Aug 19, 1987, ruling in High Tech Gays v.
DISCO as reason for this new policy, even though the DOD has appealed the
decision to the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals.

The memorandum was obtained through a "leak" by Frank Kameny,
Washington, DC, gay rights activist, who passed it on to The Washington
Blade.
