Santa Clara County AIDS Initiative Committee News

The Santa Clara County
AIDS Initiative Committee
hosted by BAYMEC has
held two meetings at the De-
Frank Center regarding the
South Bay’s roll in fighting
the LaRouche, Danemeyer
and Block Initiatives. Peti-
tions have begun to be circu-
lated for the collection of sig-
natures to place the AIDS
Research Tax Credit Initia-
tive on the November ballot.

Seven committees have
been formed to deal with dif-
ferent aspects of the cam-
paigns. Because of the num-
ber and types of initiatives on
the June and November bal-
lots, a wide variety of tasks
need to be done in order to
effectivly conduct the cam-
paigns. Although the need
to inform the voting public
about the negative aspects of
the LaRouche, Danemeyer
and Block Initiatives is im-
portant, the state committee
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has decided that the place-
ment of the Tax Credit Initia-
tive on the November ballot
and the need to collect ap-
proximatly 400,000 signa-
tures is the most critical
aspcect of the campaign now.
On the local level, we need
to collect at least 20,000 sig-
natures of registered voters
in the South Bay area, not a
small task! WE NEED

We need volunteers to cir-
culate petitions to gather the
names of registered voters.
We have a very short time
frame to accomplish this task
because the signatures have
to be counted and verified by
the Secretary of State.
People who are not
registered to vote can
register the same day they
sign the petition so we need
people to help register voters
as well.
