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San Jose Police Chief Draws Record Crowd

After a brief introduction that in-

cluded a dig at the National Rifle
Association, San Jose police chief
Joseph D. McNamara fielded ques-
tions from a near record crowd of
240 High Tech Gay members.
Though his presence had the poten-
tial for controversy, the group was
quite receptive and sedate despite
McNamara's admission of support
for the upcoming Block initiative.

His presence at the July meeting
was prompted by an invitation from
HTG president Rick Rudy to speak
about hate crimes involving Gays
and Lesbians. He initially declined
but when presented with a report
compiled by the Justice Depart-
ment stating that such crimes were
the most common and violent, he
agreed. Although he touched only
briefly on the subject, saying that
San Jose is generally free of such
violence, he implored that anyone
involved in such incidents in addi-
tion to any police harassment must
let his office know so that action
can be taken.

In a surprise move which left the victim without

even the satisfaction of confronting his attackers, the
Santa Clara County District Attorney, on July 20, dis-
missed hit-and-run and indecent exposure charges
filed against the severely beaten Barney Grubbs.

Over a year before, in May 1987, gay man Barney
Grubbs, made eye contact with two men in another car
as he drove. He, and they, pulled into a parking lot
near Highway 101 and Capital Expressway for a
liaison, where the other two men first "played along"
and then turned upon and savagely beat him.

Grubbs managed to get into his car and drive away.
He hit their car in the fender during his escape.

They followed him, stopped him and beat him some
more before a witness in a nearby house called the
police and an ambulance arrived to take him to the

Though Chief McNamara
presumably expected to learn some-
thing from a large group of gays
and lesbians, it appeared he was
quite taken by surprise when a ques-
tion was asked about uniformed of-
ficers frequenting (among other

laughed the question off with the
comment: "Whipped cream wres-
tling contest?

hospital. He had a broken nose and required many
stitches. Grubbs, in a state of shock, could not make a
statement to the police on the crime scene, and the
police refused to take another statement from him
until the following February. Three more months
passed before a transcript was sent to the DA's office,
and two more until the DA determined that "justice
would best be served by dropping the charges."

For over a year Barney Grubbs had faced the very
real possibility of prison time for having been a victim
of gay-bashing. The two attackers, both previously con-
victed felons, assumed the cloak of innocence and had
their names suppressed as "victims of a sexual assault."

Grubbs is being represented by attorney John
Vaughn of the Public Defenders Office who provided
most of the above details. He claims that the police "in-

vestigated" the incident and were
unswayed by photos of Grubbs bru-
tal beating.

San Jose Police Chief Mc-
Namara, at last month's HTG meet-
ing promised the gay community
fair and equal treatment at the
hands of the police in San Jose. Ac-
cepting his offer of access, HTG
President Rick Rudy wrote to Mc-
Namara describing the incident and
asking for the case to be reviewed.
Indications now are that the case is
being scrutinized both by the inter-
nals affairs branch to ascertain if
the investigation last year was hand-
led badly, and by the investigations
branch to determine if charges
should be filed against the two at-
tackers.

It seems apparent that
homophobic prejudice and bigotry
were a central aspect of the attack,
the indifferent police investigation,
and the shabby review by the DA's
office. Even the case's dismissal
smacks of a desire on the part of
the DA's office to muffle the
publicity which this travesty of jus-
tice could cause in the press and in
the gay/lesbian community.

Yes, Chief McNamara, there
still is anti-gay/lesbian violence and
prejudice in San Jose.

Community Calendar

On Wednesday, May 11, over fifty individuals repre-

senting twenty-seven South Bay lesbian and gay organiza-
tions attended a meeting at the DeFrank Center to discuss
the formation of a community-wide activities calendar.
Rick Rudy and I represented HTG at the meeting and
several other HTG members were present, representing a
variety of other organizations.

Ginny Hagopian, President of the Board and acting Ex-
ecutive Director of the DeFrank Center chaired the meet-
ing and presented the ideas that had led her and others to
initiate the meeting. Primary among these ideas is the
fostering of greater interaction and cooperation among the
great variety of gay and lesbian orgnizations in our area.
Evidence of this variety was the number of organizations
represented at the meeting; evidence of the need has been
the difficulty we have been having putting together a com-
plete mailing list of all the organizations.

Discussions at the meeting seemed to center on two main
benefits of a community calendar. First, it would allow or-
ganizations to publicize their events to a wider audience and
also allow individuals greater opportunities to select ac-

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Gays and the Security Myth
Finally They're Being Misted With Secrets and Sensitive Jobs

H O M O S E X U A L I T Y has a l -
ways triggered alarms in the
national-security communi-

ty—raising concerns about traps,
spies and blackmail. These anxieties
created an invisible security-clearance
barrier that has effectively excluded
known homosexuals from the world of
state secrets.

But the times are changing. Gays
are chipping away at this cornerstone
of counterintelligence policy with a
series of lawsuits in the federal courts.
They are gaining and keeping secret
and top-secret security clearances.
Litigation has broken new ground,
giving applicants for "classified" jobs
equal protection regardless of sexual
orientation, and the right to retain
security clearances after disclosing a
gay lifestyle.

On June 15, the Supreme Court
ruled in Webster v. Doe that a CIA
electronic technician could sue the
CIA i i  i t  violated his constitutional
rights in dismissing him after he ad-
mitted he was gay. But it skirted the
issue of whether gays, as a class like
blacks or women, are entitled to con-
stitutional protection from discrimi-
nation.

The battle between the gays and
the government is far from over. But
Cold War myths and sexual stereo-
types are crumbling, replaced by a
cautious admission that alternative
sexual lifestyles do not necessarily
pose a threat to national security.

For 40 years, security policy ex-
cluded gay Americans from entire
areas of the corporate world where a
government security clearance was
required. Classified technologies—au-
tomated warfare, overhead reconnais-
sance and the Strategic Defense Ini-
tiative—have historically been at the
leading edge of applied science. For
an engineer or technician, getting a
clearance for access to these fields
can be the key to a successful career.
Yet, in the case of gays, the decision
often turns not on skill or talent but on
sexual preference. There was a time
when even a whisper of a homosexual
encounter was enough to ruin careers
and destroy families, but in an era
when gays are an active political
force, fear of blackmail is no longer a
valid reason to bar applicants.

It was frustration over this exclu-
sion that led to the creation of High
Tech Gays, a loose-knit coalition of
gay scientists and engineers in the
San Francisco Bay area, which
brought a class action suit in 1984
known as High Tech Gays v. Defense

Industrial Security Clearance Office
(DISCO). HTG claimed its members
were harmed financially and profes-
sionally when security clearances
were denied or delayed.

The typical HTG member, who ad-
mitted to his or her homosexuality,
had to submit to lengthy investiga-
tions, which often took twice as long
as the procedure used for heterosex-
uals or gays who did not disclose their
sexual preference. Furthermore, ho-
mosexuals were forced to reveal the
most sensitive intimacies of their sex
lives, an indignity not suffered by
straight applicants. High Tech Gays
argued that in the absence of a ration-
al connection between their admitted
sexual preference and espionage, the
heightened scrutiny inflicted on them
was unjust and discriminatory.

T h e  Justice Department argued
that the reasons for the scru-
tiny were "too obvious to call

for enlarged discussion." But eventu-
ally the government was forced to
admit it lacked evidence of gays "who
have been victims of  blackmail or
blackmail attempts based on their sex-
ual orientation."

This admission squares with tes-
timony at Senate hearings in April
1985 in which the FBI and Defense
Intelligence Agency were unable to
produce evidence o f  people black-
mailed because of homosexuality. Of
the approximately 50 "significant" es-
pionage prosecutions brought in the
United States since World War II, two
involved gay people and neither in-
volved blackmail. Most known cases
of homosexual entrapment have been
British and date back to the 1950s.

High Tech Gays won its case. The
judge ruled that under the Constitu-
tion, investigations of job applicants
should be justified "not merely on the
basis of the person's sexual orienta-
tion, but only upon an individualized

showing that there is a factor in the
person's background that renders
them susceptible to blackmail." The
government's policies "represent out-
moded notions about homosexuality,"
wrote U.S. District Court Judge Thel-
ton E. Henderson, and are "founded
upon deep-seated prejudice, not ra-
tional basis." His 1987 ruling, now
before the 9th Circuit Court of Ap-
peals, barred DISCO from subjecting
gays t o  "expanded investigations,
mandatory adjudications or any other
procedures based on sexual orienta-
tion, homosexual activity or member-
ship in gay organizations."

The belief that homosexuals may
be exploited by blackmail still lies at
the core of counterintelligence philos-
ophy. One notable case involved Mar-
garet A. Padala, an applicant for an
FBI special-agent position who was
rejected after admitting she was a
lesbian, although she ranked 39th of
303 female applicants and 279th out
of 1,273 comEnned male and female
contenders. The D.C. Court of Ap-
peals turned a deaf ear on her equal-
protection claims and held that the
FBI's concerns had a rational basis.

Surprisingly, the National Security
Agency, the super-secret electronic
eavesdropping agency, has taken the
lead in granting gays "special com-
partmented information" (SCI) clear-
ances, one of the highest classifica-
tions for access to secrets. One ad-
vocate specializing in security cases
counts at least half a dozen gay NSA
employees among his clients, some of
them both married and highly placed
in the agency. The NSA, however, is
also arguing a gay clearance case be-
fore the Supreme Court filed by a for-
mer technician seeking an adminis-
trative hearing to reconsider the re-
vocation of his clearance. The NSA
director testified that i t  was not the
employee's explicit homosexuality
that prompted the withdrawal of his
clearance but the "indiscriminate pat-
tern of activity which invites the risk
of security exploitation."

Pete Nelson, a Pentagon security
official, acknowledges that gays who
are "out of the closet" are receiving
clearances. "Our concern," Nelson
says, "basically is that they lead a ma-
ture and responsible life." The exact
number o f  gay security-clearance
cases is unkown, but Richard Gayer,
lawyer for High Tech Gays in San
Francisco, estimates the number in
the "thousands each year." Although
he agrees that gays are now receiving
ordinary secret and top-secret clear-
ances, he says that with the exception
of the NSA, they are still having trou-
ble getting the more sensitive "special
access required" and "special com-
partmented information" approvals.
"For the moment," Gayer says, "the
courts are the only forum gays have."

tivities of interest from the great
variety of events and activities avail-
able. Secondly, it would enable or-
ganizations to avoid conflicts in
scheduling events likely to interest
the same audience, or in conflict
with a major community activity
such as the BAYMEC dinner.
Both of these have been areas of
concern to the HTG Activities
Committee in the past.

General agreement was reached
on the desirability of a community
calendar and most of the organiza-
tions represented indicated an inter-
est in supporting and participating
in it.

only four of the volunteers have con-
tinued active participation. A  meet-
ing was held with the Grants Com-
mittee of the DeFrank Center and
work has begun at writing a grant
proposal to seek funding assistance
for the project. A  Functional
Specification to describe the
detailed operation of the calendar
has been started and a letter is cur-
rently being sent to all known South
Bay gay and lesbian organizations
outlining the project, seeking infor-
mation about the organizations, and
soliciting their cooperation as the
project continues.

At the present time, the develop-
ment team feels that we have two
important needs. First, we need
help in completing our mailing list.
Many members of HTG belong to a
variety of other organizations. We
know that some of these organiza-
tions exist, but we've been having
difficulty trying to find out just how
to get in touch with their officers.
We also suspect that there are or-

ganizations out there we don't even
know about. A t  the August meet-
ing, I will have a master list of all
known organizations with lots of
blank spaces for the information we
don't have, such as mailing addres-
ses, contact persons, etc. I  urge
everyone at the meeting to review
the lists and add any information
you have that will help us in creat-
ing a complete and accurate mail-
ing list for the project.

Our second big need is for help
on the project. There is much work
to be done and right now, not
enough people to do it. Since the
plan calls for the calendar to be
computer-based with on-line access
(and perhaps on-line updating),
much of the work will be begging
for the expertise of HTG's many
microcomputer gurus.
