The Fairness Fund is a Public Opinion Mailgram
(POM) Network that you can authorize to send POMs
to Congressional legislators on your behalf just before
critical votes involving AIDS funding issues, AIDS
hysteria measures, and measures concerning justice for
lesbians and gay men. You receive a copy of the
mailgram within a week of its being sent. A  $4.50 charge
appears on your next phone bill. You may authorize
anywhere from 2 to an unlimited number of mailgrams
per year, and may cancel your authorization at any time.

You can enroll in the Fairness Fund POM Network
by writing to: The Fairness Fund, P.O. Box 1723,
Washington, DC 20077-4392.

The fund is seeking Make-a-Difference Partners to
enroll friends, and also seeking people to join the Con-
gressional Action Alert Team to do enrollment oc-
casionally when a measure of special interest is coming
before Congress. I f  you'd like to do either of these
things, write to the above address and volunteer.

The fund is also seeking a Field Associate for each
congressional district. A  Field Associate administers the
proxy (authorization form) program, puts information
into bars, bookstores, etc., creates a network in the area
to lobby local opinion leaders to talk to local congres-
sional leaders, and makes people aware of what is hap-
pening nationally. I f  you are interested you should con-
tact James Ford in the National office at the above ad-
dress or call him at (703) 573-4177.
