(HMO). The application requires
a physical including a blood test
which you casually submit to.
Several weeks later, a letter arrives
from the HMO regretting that they
must deny you health coverage due

HTG Computer BBS News

In its first two months of operation, the message base
reached over 1400 messages, an increase of nearly 900 mes-
sages from the first month of operation. The HTG Bulletin
Board System has fielded over 2,100 calls from over 300 dif-
ferent callers. Not surprisingly the most often-read files on
the system are:

The HTG Event Calendar; read over 300 times,
downloaded 20 times
HTG Information Brochure; read over 100 times,
downloaded 10 times
HTG Security Clearance Info; read over 75 times,
downloaded 10 times

The BBS file catalog is growing, from an original offer-
ing of about 8 files to the current 85 files in six categories!.
Several games have been added, and many graphic files
and utilities, as well as the latest version of ARC and PK-
ARC.

In September, due to aging hardware and resultant
problems, the system was upgraded with a new (generic
"clone") turbo 8088 motherboard and case. A new release
of TBBS software is due out in late September; I will be at-
tending the TBBS Symposium in Denver to learn the new
features and capabilities of the upgraded version, which
promises more file transfer protocols (including Kermit,
SuperKermit, YModem Batch, and several others), ANSI
color graphics capability, improved help processing, and
more messaging options than are currently available.

The system will be down for software switchover Oc-
tober 8th and 9th.

The HTG BBS is in operation 24 hours a day, 365 days a
