BAYMEC Marks 20 Years
of Gay Pride

The Stonewall Revolt is 20 years old; in 1969, a small
group of gay men fought back when the police raided a
bar in Greenwich Village. Since that time, lesbians and
gay men, along with their non-gay allies, have been fight-
ing back against injustices and inequality wherever it ex-
ists. Much of the progress has come in the political
arena.

BAYMEQC, the Bay Area Municipal Elections Com-
mittee, was formed in 1984 to promote the rights of les-
bians and gay men in San Mateo, Santa Clara, and Santa
Cruz Counties. By lobbying elected officials and sup-
porting the candidacies of its allies, BAYMEC has in-
creased the visibility of the community and strengthened
its power at the ballot box. To celebrate the cause of
human freedom and equality, BAYMEC is sponsoring a
dinner at the Hyatt Mediterranean Center in San Jose on
Saturday, April 8, 1989. Keynote speaker will be Con-
gresswoman Barbara Boxer, and many local officials
from the tri-county area are expected to attend.

Like last year, the dinner will be more than a political
event; it will be fun! Music, comedy, and even a juggler
will grace the center during the Social-Event-of-the-
Year for the lesbian and gay community. Tickets for the
dinner are $100 each; Benefactors (individuals or or-
ganizations that buy or sell a table of ten seats for $1000)
and Sponsors (those buying or selling four seats for
$400) will be listed on the formal invitations going out
next month, as well as on the dinner program.

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Gay TV Show Celebrates
1st Anniversary

Outlook, A lesbian and Gay video magazine, is
celebrating its 1st anniversary! In February, 1988 a goup
of people sponsored by BAYMEC (Bay Area Municipal
Elections Committee) produced the first Outlook show in
the studios of Hearst Cablevision/Channel 30 in Moun-
tain View. Consisting of a news segment, a couple of fea-
ture stories, and an interview with the founder of
BAYMEUC, the show has grown to include the diversity of
the greater Bay Area, with stories on politics, theater,
film, music, art, sports, leisure, medicine, and news from
Santa Cruz to San Francisco and beyond. Paul Wysocki,
Executive Producer and show co-host reported that a call
has gone out for more women and people of color to join
the production crew. "We’d like to reflect the wide range
of people living here in the Bay Area," Wysocki said, and
added that the crew "is like a big extended family."
Elizabeth Birch, co-host and scriptwriter has been seek-
ing to obtain funding to further improve the show. Bart
Davis and Shulee Ong, the show’s co-producers, work
with the crew in field production, and are seeking to talk
to clubs and organizations. "We’d like to stir up more in-
terest in Outlook, both by adding viewers, and by increas-
ing our production crew,” Ms. Ong said. Currently, Out-
look is seen in various cities, according to the following
schedule: San Francisco, on the 4th Thursday of the
month at 8:30 pm on cabel channel 6; Sacramento, same
day at 6:30 pm on cable channel 63; in the East bay,
PCTV Cable Network airs Outlook on the 1st and 3rd
Wednesdays of the month at 9:00 pm to Oakland,
Berkeley, Alameda, Emeryville, Piedmont, and El Cer-
rito; Mountain view, every Thursday at 8:30 pm on cable
channel 30; and in Cupertino/Los Altos at 8:00 the 2nd
and 4th Thursday of the month on cable channel 30. Ef-
forts are underway to bring the show to San Jose and
Concord within the next month or so.
