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County Health Department Speaks at March HTG Meeting

As a follow up to his presenta-
tion at last November’s High Tech
Gays meeting, Dr. Marty Fenster-
sheib brought the group up to date
on the county’s AIDS Program.
Joined by AIDS Service Provider
Network (ASPN) coordinator,
Niane Neergaard, Dr. Fenster-
sheib, who is the Deputy Public
Health Officer of Santa Clara
County, outlined new drug treat-
ments for AIDS and what is work-
ing and what is not.

Ms. Neergaard opened the
program by describing ASPN as a
sort of clearinghouse funded by the
county to pull fragmented AIDS
services together. Made up of 50 to
60 volunteers, ASPN offers, on a

referral basis, anyone in need of
help in such AIDS related matters
as home health care, grief counsel-
ing, housing assistance and access-
ing benefits and entitlements. In
the future, Ms. Neergaard hopes to
arrange for a speakers bureau and
grant writing services for the
various associated organizations.

Following Ms. Neergaard, Dr.
Fenstersheib outlined the county’s
AIDS program. Because of the cur-
rent knowledge on the effectiveness
of certain drugs and drug combina-
tions and their effectiveness in per-
haps keeping a person from
developing AIDS, Dr. Fenstersheib
felt it important that a person know
his or her HIV status and the

health of their immune system. He
described several tests which can
be used to determine the immune
system status through the con-
tinued testing of certain *markers’
should a person be sero-positive.
Through this continued monitoring,
a person can take a more active
role in determining medical treat-
ment and perhaps thwart the con-
version to AIDS.

HTG Hosts Successful Fundraiser

High Tech Gays raised Nine
Hundred and Thirty-two Dollars
($932.00) for three South Bay non-
profit organizations at a theater per-
formance on Sunday, March 5. The
special performance of BENT was
presented for HTG by City Lights
Theater at a non-scheduled
matinee attended by about seventy
HTG members and friends.

The ARIS Project, the Billy De-
Frank Lesbian and Gay Community
Center, and Necessities and More
each received an HTG check for
Three Hundred and Ten Dollars
and Sixty-seven Cents. City Lights
contributed significantly to that
amount by presenting the perfor-
mance at half its usual ticket price,
while those attending contributed

by paying almost double the usual
price.

Although it could not be termed
cheerful, the play was thoroughly
appreciated by all in attendance. It
is an emotionally wrenching ac-
count of the suffering of several gay
men in Germany during the time of
the Nazi holocaust. The City Lights
production has been highly praised
and was held over for a week after
its originally scheduled March 18th
closing date.

This is the second time that High
Tech Gays has used a theater
benefit to raise money for South
Bay non-profit organizations. Two
years ago, a performance of Torch
Song Trilogy at the somewhat
larger San Jose Stage raised Fifteen
