San Francisco Domestic
Partners Ordinance

San Francisco is one of a very few California cities to
legally recognize non-married relationships.

The following are portions of the text from the
Domestic Partners Ordinance recently signed by San
Francisco Mayor, Art Agnos:

SEC. 4001. Discrimination against domestic partners.
The City and County shall not discriminate against

Domestic Partners of Domestic Partnerships in any way.
This includes (but is not limited to) using marital status
as a factor in any decision, policy or practice unless it
uses Domestic Partnership as a factor in the same way.

SEC. 4002. Domestic Partnerships: Identification
and informational material

(a) Domestic Partnership Defined. Domestic
Partners are two people who have chosen to share one
another's lives in an intimate and committed relationship
of mutual caring, who live together and have signed a
Declaration of Domestic Partnership in which they have
agreed to be jointly respon-
