HTG Board Supports
Proposed Anti-Hate
Crime Ordinance

AIDS Legal Services has proposed to
the Santa Clara County board of super-
visors an ordinance recognizing the need
for the reporting of hate crimes in the
county. The proposed ordinance would re-
quire the Santa Clara County Sheriffs
Department ’collect and analyze data on
prejudice-based crimes’ against individuals
or groups due to their sexual orientation,
race, religion, or ethnic background. The
analysis would provide the law enforce-
ment agencies with the information
needed to respond more effectively to the
affected groups or individuals. A draft of
the ordinance was presented to the board
of High Tech Gays for endorsement which
the board offered.
