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San Jose City Council Candidates For District 3 at May Meeting

HTG hosted the four leading

candidates for the District 3 City
Council position at the May potluck
meeting. The attendance, as is
usual for such forums, was impres-
sive.

Leading the evenings program
was assistant to vice mayor Blanca
Alvarado and past president of the
West Valley-Mission Community
College Pete Carillo. Pointing out
that over half of the residents of
District 3 are of an ethnic minority,
the district also has the second
highest percentage of seniors and
the lowest voter turnout. Carillo
plans to improve the situation for
the homeless, make affordable hous-
ing a priority and remove commute
traffic from the neighborhoods.
State Senator Dan Mccorquodale,
Santa Clara County Supervisor Ron
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Gonzales and Councilwoman Susan
Hammer have given their support
to Carillo.

Next up was David Pandori, an
attorney who has advised San Jose
Mayor Tom McEnery on land use
and environmental issues. Taking a
dim view of career politics, Pandori
wants to 'get in, make a difference
and then get out.' If elected, Pan-
don i hopes to have a 'poor
attendance' at city hall, opining that
attending meeting, joining sub-com-
mittees and task forces affords a
councilperson with a 'warped view
of the world'.

Administrative Assistant to As-
semblyman John Vasconcellos, San
Jose attorney Scott Strickland was
the third candidate to speak. Rep-
resenting San Jose on the Santa
Clara County Board of Education,
Strickland assisted with the change
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in the non-discrimination policy for
the school district to include sexual
orientation. He  also helped adopt
the current school district's AIDS
policy protecting a PWA's confiden-
tiality and rights. Additionally,
Strickland helped set up a program
for students to learn more about
AIDS and to protect a student who
may have the disease.

Following the alphabetical order
of the program, Coordinator of
AIDS Legal Services and HTG
member, Paul Wysocki kindly ac-
knowledged his opponents for not
making an issue of the fact that he
is gay. As  an openly gay candidate,
Wysocki noted that he was automat-
ically given the reputation as being
a 'one issue' candidate, that of a
proponent of gay rights and nothing
else. Though he acknowledges his
wish to further the rights of gay

The letters would be composed by the committee and
brought to the potluck meeting each month. A  member
who agrees with the content of the letter may either sign
the letter and give it back to PABAC so it can be mailed
or the member may take the letter home and compose a
letter of his or her own and mail it.

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people in the Silicon Valley, Wysocki has shed the 'one
issue' reputation through his call for affordable housing,
responsible environmental programs and improved city
services.

After each candidate was given a few moments to
speak, the floor was opened up to questions from the
audience.

On the subject of the Reid-Hillview airport which is
in the news again 3 of the 4 candidates differed only
slightly in their suggestions on where to move it. Pandori
drew criticism from the others due to his proposal of a
buy-out of housing along the flight path of the airport.

The issue of gay rights drew mixed views. A l l  four
candidates would support AB1 type legislation. A l l ,
with the exception of Pandori, who felt that it would be
too difficult to keep track of non-conventional type
relationships, would support a domestic partners or-
dinance. Wysocki felt that domestic partners was unsuc-
cessful in San Francisco because the organizers failed to
coalesce with other community groups who might
benefit from such a law. Strickland drew applause upon
his pronouncement that anyone should be permitted to
enter into a legally recognized relationship regardless of
sexual orientation.

With the Billy DeFrank Center moving to a location
which will put it in District 3, a question was posed to
the forum regarding assistance with obtaining funding
from the city similar to the grants other community or-
ganizations receive. A l l  four agreed that the DeFrank
Center should be treated just like any other community
organization and pledged assistance should he become
elected.
