and scientists union worked under a vague clause which
stated that Kaiser would follow any federal, state, or
local laws on discrimination on the basis of sexual
preference. Considering that there are no federal or
state statutes, and local policies vary according to
municipality, there was potential for discrimination.

After reviewing several non-discrimination policies
provided by High Tech Gays, Kaiser management
agreed to change the wording of the latest contract with
the engineers and scientists union in the non discrimina-
tion section addressed "Sexual Orientation."
