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HTG Sues the CIA to End Discrimination

By an overwhelming show of sup-
port at last October’s monthly meet-
ing, HTG has initiated a lawsuit,
with representation provided by the
American Civil Liberties Union,
against the CIA to force that or-
ganization to end its practice of
denying security clearances to gay
persons.

Matt Coles of the ACLU is the at-
torney who will be representing
HTG in the action and was at the
meeting to describe the case. Coles
explained that his office had gone in
as a friend of the court in the case of
Dubbs v. CIA and argued that if the
government has a policy of denying
clearances to persons based on their
sexual preference then it must public-
ly state that policy. (Julie Dubbs is
an SRI International employee who
is suing the CIA because she was
denied a clearance because she is a
lesbian.)

The court agreed and has per-
mitted the ACLU to file for a trial

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but because the ACLU does not
have standing in the case, meaning
the organization would not directly
benefit from the outcome, Coles
decided HTG would be an ap-
propriate organization to represent.
High Tech Gays is no stranger to
legal action against the government.
In 1984, HTG entered as co-plaintiff
in a class action suit against the
Defense Industries Security
Clearance Office (DISCO), the or-
ganization that investigates an in-
dividual who is applying for a
security clearance. The case
centered on a member whose
clearance was delayed due to his dis-
closure that he was gay. Though
HTG was dropped as co-plaintiff,
the suit remained HTG v. DISCO.
The outcome was initially
favorable with the court ruling that
the government did not have the
right to delay the granting of
clearance to someone who is gay.
The government appealed the ruling
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and in February of this year the
higher court overturned the initial
decision, ruling in favor of the
government. The only further action
to take would have been the
Supreme Court but Dick Gayer, the
attorney for HTG v. DISCO and
counsel for Julie Dubbs in her cur-
rent action against the CIA, felt that
given the bent of the current Court,
any further action would be impru-
dent.

HTG v. CIA differs in that HTG
is the sole plaintiff in the lawsuit
with representation provided by the
ACLU free of charge. Because this
case centers on the denial of a CIA
clearance, Coles is asking that those
who have been denied a clearance
or would not attempt to apply for a
clearance because they are gay to
contact him at his office at (415)621-
2493.
