On September 13th, AB 101, which

will add sexual orientation to the Fair
Housing and Employment Act, passed
the Assembly and, as of this writing, is
awaiting governor Wilson's signature.
He has 30 days from that date to either
sign it, veto it or do nothing and allow
it to pass into law.

To make the AB 101 more palpable
to the GOP, the authors, Assemblyman
Terry Friedman (D, West Hollywood)
and Lobby for Individual Freedom and
Equality (LIFE) removed the housing
clause, a move that has annoyed some
gay activists who accused them of sell-

At the September meeting, HTG's

membership voted to fund a three-
month test of a San Jose phone line
for the BBS. The phone line will cost
approximately $105 to install, and
about $46 a month to maintain after
that.

The San Jose BBS phone line will
provide a local (area code 408) access
number for HTG'ers in the South Bay.
Eventually, if the San Jose line is suc-
cessful, a San Francisco phone line
may be explored as well.

Currently, HTG/Outreach BBS is
fielding upwards of 250 calls a day
(300 + calls/day on weekends and
holidays) on four lines, around the
clock, seven days a week. The system
currently has around 1000 active
callers from not only the Bay Area, but
from all over the U.S.A. and Canada.

But by taking out housing, the
authors hope to diffuse the argument
made by the bill's detractors that AB
101 would force "the little old lady to
rent to a gay couple in spite of her
religious beliefs." They also point out
that similar protection for housing is
provided under existing legal prece-
dent.

Lotus Corp. Adds
Same Sex Partners

to Benefits Plan

In a first for a large U.S. company,

Lotus Development Corp., of Lotus 1-2-
3 fame, has modified their policy to per-
mit the same sex partners of employees
to be eligible for all company benefits.

Lotus, which has had a stated policy
prohibiting discrimination based on
sexual orientation for some time, recog-
nizes that lesbian and gay employees do
not have the choice to legalize their
relationships through marriage and,
therefore, cannot share financial, health
and other benefits with their significant
partners. The new plan replaces the
word "spouse" with the phrase "spousal
equivalents" in all policies covering
Relocation, Bereavement Leave and Ex-
patriate Assignments.

The news of the changes at Lotus
brought a flood of inquiries to High
Tech Gays from the media. Articles
which mention HTG have appeared in
the San Jose Mercury News, the San
Francisco Chronicle and the Bay Area
Reporter. Associated Press wrote an ar-
ticle which was sent to papers across the
