A few months ago the Activities

Committee included a survey with your
newsletter. This was your chance to
tell us how we are doing. The survey
was written with three goals in mind.
1) to improve the way we choose and
organize activities, 2) to find ways of
encouraging more women to par-
ticipate, and 3) to solicit new ideas for
activities. Forty surveys have been
returned thus far and I would like to
thank everyone who took the time to
fill it out. I f  you haven't completed
yours yet, don't despair -- we're always
glad to receive your suggestions. We
will seriously consider all responses --
both kudos and criticisms. Following is
a summary of the survey responses.
The activities committee is looking at
the results, and will be implementing
some of the ideas in the near future.

Each year, the members of HTG
have the opportunity to nominate a
person who has made a positive impact
on the well-being of the gay and les-
bian community in the South Bay. A
committee comprised of members of
HTG and various community leaders
will make the selection. Nominations
must be made by a High Tech Gays
member in good standing and with the
form provided with the December
newsletter or by calling Don Nelson at
(408) 379-5074. Further details are on
the form.

The deadline for making a nomina-
tion is the February monthly meeting
and the recipient will be anounced at
the April meeting.

Results of Activities Committee Survey
The respondents ranged in age

from 28 to 57. Seventy-six percent
were men, 14% were women, and 10%
were either unsure or didn't answer.
Sixty percent have been members of
HTG for three years or more. Hob-
bies included everything from bicy-
cling, gardening, theatergoing, and
traveling; to ham radio operating,
skydiving, and tracking HTG officials'
love lives.

Most who responded were satisfied
with the majority of HTG activities.
However, nineteen percent felt there
was room for improvement. Your
write-in comments will be helpful in
making these improvements. The can-
cellation policy and pricing of activities
were acceptable to most. However,
nineteen percent felt that having to
sign up in advance deterred them from
participating.

The HHC has
developed programs to distribute condoms in the bars, train
food and liquor servers about responsibile service, and
teach law enforcement personnel about important issues to
the community.

Qualifications of Nominees

A T h e  nominee must be an individual, not a group or organization.
A T h e  nominee can be:

— A  gay person who has performed service to the gay community
A non-gay person who has performed notable service to the gay community
An openly-gay person who has performed notable service to the general community so as
to bring credit to the gay community

A Nominat ion  can be for a specific service or group of  services within a specific time frame or
for a long history of various services to the community.

Nominating Requirements

A T h e  person making the nomination must be a member in good standing of Ifigh Tech Gays.

A T h e  deadline for receipt of nominations is the IITG meeting on Sunday, February 9, 1992.
