Dick Gayer Receives Richard P. Rudy
Community Service Award

At the Apr i l  potluck meeting, a
rousing, thunderous applause followed
the announcement that Dick Gayer is the
1992 recipient of  the Richard P. Rudy
Community Service Award.

As an attorney, Dick has had a close
association with IITG. That association
began when he defended a member of
the organization whose clearance was
delayed. A  lower court ruling in that
case, which was known officially as
High Tech Gays v.  DISCO (Defense
Industrial Security Clearance Office),
was a  success, stat ing t h a t  t h e
government cou ld  n o t  discriminate
against a person based on their sexual
orientation. A n  appellate c o u r t
overturned that ruling but left the door
open f o r  e ffor ts  t o  change t h e
government policy.

More recently, D ick  successfully
defended Julie Dubbs, an employee of
SRI International who was denied a
clearance by the CIA. Currently, he is
defending an agent of the FBI who was

terminated when his sexual orientation
was discovered.

Along the way, Dick has developed
a reputation as the preeminent authority
on the West Coast for information on the
security clearance process for gays and
lesbians. His willingness to offer advice
to those in need of information has made
him a  major  contributor t o  t h e
community.

Congratulations, Dick, and keep up
the good work!

I  am o f  the opinion
that this is a good rule for a variety of
reasons, and I think most members of the
organization would agree.

However, w e  are currently being
given the opportunity to elect a  highly
capable and respected member o f  the
gay and lesbian community to represent
us in Congress.

San Mateo County Supervisor Tom
Nolan's record on our issues, as well as
those that benefit all of the constituents
both inside a n d  outside h i s  voting
district, is long and impressive.

Tom is committed to improving the
transportation problems in the area and
has been instrumental i n  extending
Caltrain to San Francisco and BART to
SF() airport. H i s  efforts to  improve
housing brought h im  the  Bay  Area
Council's Housing Award in 1988. H e
has been a leader in successful efforts to
bring increased law enforcement and
anti-drug grants to the troubled city of
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East Palo Alto. T o m  authored San
Mateo County's A IDS  non-discrimi-
nation Ordinance and serves as member
of the AIDS Task Force of San Mateo
County.

Tom i s  running i n  t h e  14th
Congressional District which extends
from Sunnyvale a n d  Cupertino t o
Belmont and San Carlos spanning the
penninsula from the bay to the ocean.
Many of us cannot vote for him, but I
am urging those than can to do so. For
the rest of us, money and/or time on the
campaign can take the place of a vote.
