Assembly Bill 2601: Protecting Lesbians
and Gays in the Work Place

In his now infamous veto of AB101,
legislation that would have added sexual
orientation to the Fair Employment and
Housing Act's list of protected
categories, Governor Pete Wilson cited
that gays and lesbians are already
protected under Labor Code Sections
1101 and 1102.

AB2601, a bill sponsored by the
Lobby For Individual Freedom and
Equality (LIFE), has two main goals: (1)
to get these protections for gays and
lesbians written clearly into the law;
and, (2) to provide some relief to
employers which does not exist under
current labor code provisions. For
example, the Labor Code does not
provide any exemptions for religious
institutions or small  employers.
Therefore, they are currently subject to
the prohibition against sexual orientation
discrimination. AB2601 would create
those exemptions.

AB2601 is a win-win bill for both
employers and the gay and lesbian

community. Employers get exemptions
not currently provided in the law and
gays and lesbians get a clear, written
law. The end result is that everyone
benefits by creating a healthy work envi-
ronment free of discrimination.

The bill is currently headed for
Senate Sub-Committee for a vote, and
no one is speculating at this time what
Governor Wilson will do about AB2601
when it lands on his desk. LIFE
Executive Director Laurie McBride, has
asked the members of HTG to write
letters of support to LIFE and the author
of AB2601, Assemblyman Terry
Friedman. She is especially interested in
letters from companies, both large and
small, as well.
