Getting your
newsletter late?

If so, ask i f  you can use them as a
referral. We'll discuss the logistics of
approach in a minute.

If you have no personal referral
more investiation is called for. Yo u
probably know the reporting level on
the position y o u  desire, and a n
approximate title o f  the individual to
whom you would report. O f  course,
these titles vary among organizations.
It is just as important not to shoot too
high as it is not to shoot too low. For
example, i f  you're looking for a senior
analyst position, i t  would not  be
unreasonable to expect your supervi-
sor to be the Manager of Applications.
Figuring this, you call the business and
ask for the name, exact title, and mail-
ing address of  this individual. They
may throw you a curve and not have
that position listed. S o  you think on
your feet and ask who is in charge of
"blah-blah-blah." They'll usually say,
"Oh, that's Sally Johnson, she's the
Director o f  Systems Support and
Control" or something equally strange.
Under no circumstances should you
ask to speak to Ms. Johnson at this
time. This is what you do next:

You write a letter. Yo u  do not
enclose a resume. You begin the letter
in one of two ways. First, and frankly
the most successful, is to say some-
thing like, "In a recent conversation
with Velveeta Kendall, a government
liaison for your firm, she suggested I
contact you." I f  you have no personal
reference, you can break the ice by
saying something like, "Your firm is
one of the most successful firms in the

(A little flattery
goes a long way,
but don't overdo it.)

Next, you want to describe your-
self very briefly. Two sentences max.
Use strong words that convey a sense
of purpose, but remember, i f  you can
also convey a sense of your personal-
ity in a professional way, you'll have
them hooked. This is where you want
to dangle the bait. Allude to the most
intriguing aspects of your past experi-
ences. Make them want to know you
better.

In the next paragraph, express the
following thoughts, or something very
similar: "Please b e  assured, Ms .
Johnson, I  am not expecting you to
have a position open, nor do I expect
you to know of one. I  am, however,
confident that you can provide valu-
able advice to  someone with my
qualifications. I  wi l l  call you on
Thursday, August 27, to set a brief (10
- 15 minute) appointment convenient
with your schedule."

The intent of this letter is to get in
the door. You  want to let them know

there is no obligation. You are merely
conducting informational interviews
seeking advice and guidance from
those whom you consider experts. Be
aware that o f  every ten letters you
send out, about three will grant you
interviews. Some may give you other
names to contact, and you can use
your initial contact as the personal
referral.

Personal referrals obviously have
a much higher success rate. I t ' s  not
easy, but it builds your network with
firms you have an interest in, and gets
your name out there. T h e y  get a
chance to size you up. They may have
a position that has just opened, and
you've got the jump on the crowd.
They may be toying with the idea of a
new position, and you can sell your-
self to them without them having to
proceed any further. It 's happened to
me.

There's a lot more to discuss on
this subject, which we'll cover it all at
the September meeting.
