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Hate Crimes Task Force

Born of the violent videotaped beat-
ing of a San Jose man by his neighbor,
and the subsequent anguish and resent-
ment felt by lesbian, gay and bisexual
community, the Santa Clara County
Human Relations Commission has
established a task force to address the
issues surrounding the incident.

Proposed by Paul Wysocki, the only
openly gay member of the commission,
the Lesbian, Gay, and Bisexual Task
Force has a goal to deal with institutional
and societal discrimination against les-
bian, g a y ,  a n d  bisexual people.
Membership in the task force is open to
anyone in the community who wishes to
join in the struggle.

In the year since its inception, the

task force has confronted many issues.
The task force has worked with the Santa
Clara County Department of Corrections
to bring sensitivity of gay, lesbian, and
bisexual issues into the Santa Clara
County Jail System. The  task force is
also working on the Boy Scouts o f
America's ban o f  homosexuals in their
organization, focusing on  the United
Way as well for their funding of the BSA.

The Lesbian, Gay, and Bisexual
Task Force meets on the first Monday of
each month at 5:30 P.M. at the County
Building, 70 West Hedding St., Lower
Level, San Jose. I f  you are interested in
becoming a member, drop by a meeting
or call Paul Wysocki at (408) 275-9211.

Fired Gay FBI Agent
Asks Court for Class

Action Status
Attorney Dick Gayer is  representing

Frank Buttino, a gay FBI agent who was
fired because of his sexual orientation and is
suing the agency for discrimination. Last
February, a judge denied the government's
motion for summary judgement based on
persuasive evidence provided by Bunino that
he was fired because he is gay. Here is an
update of the most recent developments.

In late August 1992, Bunino interviewed
four more FBI employees and a retired Per-
sonnel Officer (David Rarity). Rarity and the
new Personnel Officer, Steven Pomerantz,
admitted that the FB I  currently viewed
homosexual conduct as a negative factor, and
that their gay-related policy had not changed
in the past 10 or 15 years. Another FBI
supervisory special agent said that the FBI
looked upon homosexual conduct as
