HTG/Outreach BBS Turns Five Years Old

HTG's electronic bulletin board system, HTG/Outreach, turns five years old on June 17th, 1993! While
that ma}\{| not sound like very exciting news initially, there's been a lot going on "behind the scenes."
During these past five years, HTG/Outreach BBS has:

Answered approximately 133,000 calls from 9,000+ people

Rolled over 300,000+ messages

Expanded from one line to four

Moved from 2400bps modems to state-of-the-art 14.4kbps V.32bis modems

Changed location twice

Wore out: 5 motherboards, 8 hard disk drives, 7 power supplies, 1 video card and

surge protector (1989 earthquake), 12 modems, 1 tape drive, 3 keyboards, 1 UPS, 1

monitor, 17 boxes of diskettes (for backup purposes), 2 floppy drives 1 printer, 2

memory cards, 4 serial ports (not including 2 UARTs on a Digiboard), 3 multifunction

I/O cards, 2 disk controllers, and 4MB of memory.

»  Survived the 1989 Loma Prieta Earthquake with only a damaged video card and surge
protector, and was up and running 3 hours later. The first post-quake callers logged
on within 1 minute (48 seconds, actually) of the BBS's recovery, providing more
accurate surveys and damage reports from all over the Bay Area than most
newspapers or TV stations!

« Provided on-line crisis intervention (acute and extended) in several cases for
individuals with problems including transgender displace-
ment, HIV assistance, substance abuse, domestic violence,
and suicide threats.

«  Pioneered three women's electronic conference areas, as

well as the two HTG-related conferences and other areas i

providing support and communication for groups as divers

as BWMT, G/L/B deaf and disabled persons, G/L/B Jews an

Catholics, GLAAD, G/L/B writers and poets, persons o

transgender, and gay male nudists/naturists.
