Fremont school board president, Robert
Stipicevich addressed the July meeting of
High Tech Gays a t  the  Bil ly D e Frank
Community Center in San Jose.

Rick Rudy, president of HTG, introduced
Stipicevich, stating that he came to tell us
about coming out in his workplace, a very
public workplace, something we all should
try to  do  i f  we  possibly can. Roar ing
applause followed when Rick stated that
we all were proud of him.

Stipicevich told the crowd of over 250 that
before he announced publicly he was gay,
he consulted with only two people; o n e
was his lover and the other was his twin
brother.

Stipicevich stated that organizations like
HTG and the turnout at the meeting was
more important than what he had done
coming out publicly. "Everyone has the
right to come out and say who they are.
We in the gay community need to support
each other  and  i t  i s  n o t  just  Robert
Stipicevich we need to fight for but that
we are able to be our own selves."

Stipicevich explained that his friend Al,
who was present a t  the HTG meeting,
convinced h i m  t o  d o  t h e  M a y  18 th
interview i n  t he  Sentinel. T h i s  public
announcement led the recall efforts now
taking place.

Stipicevich said that overshadowed by all
of this is the fact that he is president of
one o f  the best school districts in  the
state, a  job he is proud of. "Tha t  is the

am gay." I n  the effort against the recall c i v i l  rights.

T h e  recall is an
attack on the civil rights of any citizen of
Fremont.

done to help maintain that record.

A Fremont resident for 21 of his 26 years,
Stipicevich attended kindergarten through
12th grade in the district he now governs.
He was involved in a  youth program in
Sacramento when he found that not all
school districts were the same. He ran for
the president o f  t he  Fremont School
District in 1983 at age 20, but lost. A t  that
time he was appointed to  the district's
Financial Advisory Committee where he
learned how the budget process worked.

Running again in 1985 and receiving over
10,000 votes, the largest ever for that
position, S t ip i cev ich  w a s  e l e c t e d
president of the Fremont School District.
He noted that the recall effort against him
will require 12,000 signatures just to force
a special election.

At the next board meeting following his
coming out, Stipicevich began to receive
support f r o m  f e l l o w  d is t r i c t  b o a r d
members as well as people outside the
school board including Congressman Don
Edwards, w h o  immediately responded
with a letter of support.

When a recall drive was announced, the
story received national attention. T h e
attention was focused on the fact that in
this day and age, 2 5  miles from San
Francisco a n d  Berkeley, t he re  i s  a
constituency of people that are still trying

Stipicevich f e e l s  t h a t  o n e  o f  t h e
dangerous things that could happen i s
that he may become an excuse for big
fund-raising by the Right Wing.

The recall group can state any reason for
recall. Stipicevich supported the inclusion
of the San Francisco AIDS Foundation
phone number in the district curriculum
because they have materials appropriate
for the entire social spectrum. T h e  recall
group got a copy of the most graphic of
the materials and are using that to build
the case against Stipicevich. I f  enough
signatures a r e  gathered, Fremont w i l l
have t o  spend $80,000 o n  a  special
election.

After speaking, Stipicevich answered
many questions from the group. H e  said
that speaking to us was like preaching to
the choir. H e  hopes we know the chorus
if he needs our help in the future.
