Stonewall 25

Spending a week in New York
grior to Stonewall 25 was the
usiest gay week of my life.
Conferences, the Gay Games,
street fairs, fund raisers,
dances, exhibits and tons of
lesbians and gays in the streets
and tiny supermarkets.

The Dyke March for Lesbian
Rights on the eve of Stonewall
25 was a special treat because
lesbians are not always visible,
even within the gay movement.

We were 10,000 strong on June
25th, marching down Fifth
Avenue with women from all
over the world. The Lesbian
Avengers who organized the
Dyke March are a relatively new
network of lesbian activists
dedicated to lesbian visibility
and lesbian rights issues.

The next day we were ready for
the big marches, both the
official march on the United
Nations Building and the ACT

UP march. There were lesbians
everywhere throughout the 1.1
million lesbians, gays,
bisexuals and the transgen-
dered. Unlike in the early days
after the Stonewall riots, |, as a
lesbian, felt included in the
whole experience of Stonewall
25.
