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The November meeting saw a
return to the high tech theme (not
a bad idea for this group) with a
presentation by Geoff Goodfellow
of RadioMai l .  G e o f f  i s  t h e
founder o f  the  company which
currently employs f i f ty  people.
RadioMail, like its name implies,
is a  c o m p a n y  p r o v i d i n g
integrated wireless services for
some of  the larger corporations
in Silicon Valley, and across the
globe.

Geoff began  t h e  presentation
with a n  o v e r v i e w  o f  h o w
computers, networks, and people
have a l l  interacted. F r o m  the
earliest model  where everyone
logged into a central computer; to
the c u r r e n t  m o d e l  w h e r e
everyone l o g s  on to  a  central
network; a n d  f i n a l l y  t o  t h e
emerging model where everyone
is surrounded b y  t h e  network
(remember, t h e  network i s  the
computer). T h e  significance o f
this change is that rather than the
user f ind ing  a c c e s s  t o  t he i r
network the network will find the
user by being ever-present in the
form of a small radio transceiver
at your side (or in your palm).

When a s k e d  a b o u t  secur i t y
issues, Geoff stated that there is
nothing implemented at this time
