AT&T is being a leader and role model
for much of corporate America. They
have been extremely gay-positive with
their policies, education and growth
opportunities, involvement with the Gay
Games, contributions to the Gay Men's
Health Crisis (GMHC), and lesbian and
gay-targeted ad campaigns.

However, as is too often the case, the
fundamentalist hate-mongers have
been on alert and have organized
call-in and letter-writing campaigns
protesting these actions. One of these
groups, the AFA, continues to publish
articles month after month about how
pro-gay AT&T is. These articles are
duplicated and distributed to churches
nationwide.

Since May, the Chairman and other
executives have received many
comments, via calls and letters from
customers, and most have been
negative. The Chairman's Executive
Response Center (CERC) takes the
calls and letters and responds to these
customer comments.

As a community we must support AT&T
in their decisions and activities relative
to our community by speaking out
positively. What is needed is a steady
stream of statements of support. The
CERC issues monthly reports to the
executives with the numbers of
calls/letters, both positive and negative,
about this issue. We need to have
more positive response numbers
monthly.

Even if you are not a customer of
AT&T, let them know that you appre-
ciate what they are doing for their gay
employees. The opposition isn't letting
up, and we shouldn't forget to support
our allies.
