Her most recent
documentary,
Gay Youth, h a s
been s h o w n  o n  m a n y  P B S
stations. Gay Youth focuses on
the lives of two teenagers: Gina
Gutierrez, a  l e s b i a n  w h o
surmounts t h e  homophobia
around her, and comes out to
her high-school  c l ass ;  a n d
Bobby Griffith, a young gay man
who committed suicide because
he could  n o t  cope  wi th  h i s
orientation and the homophobia
around him. A most moving part
of t h e  f i lm i s  when Bobby's
mother questions the values of
the far right, and how her own
inability t o  move  f rom the i r
hateful rhetoric precipitated the
death of her son.

In h e r  la tes t  v ideo,  Fam i l y
Values, Pam points the camera
at herself. S h e  captures he r
experiences with her biological
family and her chosen lesbian
family. The video compares the
values taught at home, and the
ones by which she now lives.

What makes th is  story most
unique, is that Walton's father is
involved with the right-wing of
the Republican party. The most
telling visual representation o f
this is a  political greeting card
that he had made while working
for Bar ry  Goldwater's presi -
dential campaign. T h e  photo

her mother was dying of cancer,
her brother, a t  age  12,  w a s
trying t o  make sense o f  h i s
mother's death, b u t  n o  o n e
would talk about it, and Walton
was beginning t o  act  on  her
emotional and sexual attraction
to women.

During Walton's growth a s  a
lesbian fi lm maker, her  father
has c o m e  t o  o c c u p y  a n
important behind-the-scenes
position among religious right
fundamentalists. He has refused
all of  her attempts to commu-
nicate w i th  h i m  because h e
feels she i s  leading a  sinful,
lifestyle. "The Bible, he claims,
says I am wrong," she writes.
This video reveals the  truths
behind h e r  or ig inal  fami l ia l
experiences, and those that she
has now chosen for herself. I t
puts us in close contact with her
journey to  reconnect with her
family, including a climactic visit
to her father's home. O f  this
final experience, Walton says,
"The journey has changed me in
ways I am still experiencing. He
is committed t o  the  religious
right, and I am as committed as
ever to equal rights for gays and

Marcia Gallo, from the American
Civil Liberty Union, San Francisco
was HTG's guest at the February
meeting. M a r c i a  began working
with the ACLU in  1978 and has
worked on many causes, such as
abortion, women's, and emigrants'
rights. S h e  h a s  f o u n d  t h e
environment of the ACLU a place
where she could proudly serve as
an out lesbian. After some minor
pushing and shoving, the  ACLU
was one of the first organizations
to o f f e r  domest ic  partnership
benefits. She reminded us that the
ACLU was  THE straight organi-
zation taking on lesbian, gay, and
bisexual issues.

The ACLU w a s  established i n
1920, and is funded strictly by the
donations o f  individuals. T h e
ACLU has a total membership of
approximately 3 0 0 , 0 0 0 .  T h e
Northern California chapter is the
largest, with 30,000 members, and
the Southern California chapter
has nearly as many members.

Five years ago, the ACLU took a
survey o f  their membership and
found that  they were "graying."
The median age was 55. A push
was needed to bring that median
age down, to once again capture
the imaginations and the passions
of a  youth fu l  st ruggle.  T h e y
needed t o  answer the question,
"Why should people belong?" and
more specifically, why should the
youth b e l o n g ?  W i t h  t h e s e
questions i n  mind, t hey  estab-
lished the Howard A .  Friedman
First A m e n d m e n t  E d u c a t i o n
Project named after Howard A .
Friedman, who was the Chair of
the ACLU during the 1960's. His
passion was the application of first
amendment rights, especially how
it applied to students.
