This award
is given to a Gay/Lesbian/Bisexual
person who  has done notable
work either for the GLB communi-
ty, or for the Straight community to
enhance the GLB community's im-
age, or  to a Straight person for
outstanding efforts for  Ihe GLB
community.
Marks, a 12-year veteran software
engineer a t  App le  Computer,
founded Apple Lambda. Apple's
Gay & Lesbian Employees' Orga-
nization in 1986, and chaired/ co-
chaired it for seven years. A l s o
during that time Apple adopted a
non-discrimination policy on sexu-
al orientation, instituted full Do-
mestic Partners benefits for its gay
& lesbian employees, and took
several highly public stands in fa-
vor of equal rights for all gays &
lesbians. These included encour-
aging the Governor to sign Califor-
nia's gay rights bill; backing the
rights of gays & lesbians to serve
openly in the military; and suc-
cessfully defending the Corporate
Domestic Partners policy against
homophobic attacks in Texas.
Marks also served on the Board of
Directors of BAYMEC, the South
Bay Gay & Lesbian Political Action
Committee, for three years, and
was honored for his work in 1992,
For four years he worked on OUT-
LOOK Video, a South Bay gay &
lesbian television show, where he
wrote a n d  presented editorials.

Tree-planting and a ceremony are scheduled for Fall 1995, if Our City
Forest can raise enough money for the trees. As of April 7 we have re-
ceived $1,000 in donations. Our City Forest will train and certify volun-
teers as "AIDS Memorial Grove Tree Amigos ".to help maintain the
grove.

Although 1995 is not a major election year, there is still a
lot to do. For the City Council District 10 elections on May
2, BAYMEC (Bay Area Municipal Elections Committee)
endorses Men i Maben .
The BAYMEC board and their friends are also busy pre-
paring for the 11 th annual BAYMEC dinner/dance, Satur-
day, June 3rd, at  the Fairmont Hotel. Proceeds go to
political candidates endorsed by BAYMEC based on the
politicians' previous record or educability about lesbian/
gay issues.
As a political action committee advocating for the civil
rights of lesbians, gays, and bisexuals, BAYMEC predicts
this next year will be full of changes. Co-founders Wiggsy
Sivertsen and Ken Yeager have stepped down from the
board after 10 years of dedicated activism. Contrary to
popular rumor, neither left because of any problems on
the board.
Sivertsen is busy working with BAYMEC's new non-profit
group, Open Mind Network Inc. (OMNI) developing edu-
cational materials a n d  programs f o r  corporations,
schools, and other institutions about lesbians, gays, and
bisexuals. Yeager is on the verge of announcing a bid for
the 23rd Assembly District.
A concern for this next year is the expected initiative to
ban "preferential treatment" based on race and gender.
Leslee Hamilton, BAYMEC's previous vice-president of
political action, speculates that 'Affirmative Action' will be
used by the Republicans as a divisive issue to win more
seats, even the Presidency, in 1996.
One way to support the work done by BAYMEC is to at-
tend the BAYMEC dinner on June 3rd - let's see many ta-
bles filled with High Tech Gays and their cyberspace
friends (in person)!
