Our May meeting brought us a visit from Community
United Against Violence (CUAV) in the persons of
Lester Olmstead-Rose, Executive Director, and
John Woods, a  member of the Board or Directors of
CUAV.

As they explained, CUAV is a San Francisco-based
organization dedicated to preventing violence to les-
bian, gay, bisexual and  transgendered (LGBT)
persons. not just in San Francisco but throughout the
Bay Area. One of the cases mentioned where CLAY
had a  part was the ground-breaking anti-gay vio-
lence case of our own Bill Kiley here in San Jose.

Other areas where CUAV has been making a differ-
ence are: Victim Treatment and Advocacy, serving
the victims of hate-motivated violence (they can be
reached by calling the crisis line at 415-333-HELP),
Domestic Violence Victim Treatment and Advocacy,
(serving gay male victims of  domestic violence).
Education and Prevention, Safety Monitoring and
Self-Defense Training, the CUAV Speakers Bureau
(which provides speakers for San Francisco public
and private schools, much as LG BAP does in the
South Bay), and ProActive Youth (a job-readiness
program).

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Lesbian/ Gay Tobacco Project

Recent estimates for lesbian and gay smoking prevalence indi-
cate that  42.4% o f  lesbians and 33.6% gay men smoke,
compared to 22% women and 27.1°A, men in the general popu-
lation. We know quitting smoking is very difficult because the
drug nicotine found in tobacco is very addictive

In 1992 the Environmental Protection Agency concluded that the
widespread exposure to secondhand smoke presents 'a serious
and substantial' public health problem in the United States.
More than 54,000 Americans die each year from smoke-related
problems, not because they smoked any cigarettes, but because
of their exposure to secondhand smoke.

The Billy DeFrank Lesbian and Gay Community Center contin-
ues to provide support for people who want to quit smoking. This
year for Gay Pride the DeFrank Center is launching the 'Commit
to Quit' campaign not only to encourage smokers to quit smoking
but also to encourage smokers and non-smokers to create more
smoke-free gay environments.

The 'Commit to Quit campaign is asking smokers to make a
commitment they feel they are able to make, The ideal level is to
commit to quit smoking altogether. I f  that is too difficult, then
smokers are asked if they can commit to quit smoking in their
house, car, or truck, around children, non-smokers, all people,
and pets. For their efforts they will be given packets containing
the 'Commit to Quit' card, information on attending the Last Drag
Support Group, other resources, a button, and sugarless candy.

This campaign is aimed at raising the awareness of the dangers
of secondhand smoke and encouraging people to organize
smoke-free gay events. To get the campaign rolling the DeFrank
Center will be having a smoke- and alcohol-free multi event
disco-dance/Bar BQJvideo night on June 10th on the eve of Gay
Pride.
