Soon after I got to Hamburger Mary's, Tom Rielly
and Karen Wickre of Digital Queers arrived, looking
for their transportation as Grand MarshaIts of  the
parade. Unfortunately, there was no car set up for
them Wi th  a DQ banner on each side, Jon Tufts'
newly-washed pickup became the official float for
them. And  with the traditional roar of motorcycles
the parade began.
I stayed at the corner of St John and Market to get
some good photographs o f  the groups and floats
passing b y  (at least until the HTG contingent
arrived). A  couple of the more memorable things
were a  giant slipper with a  flowing banner a la
Priscilla Queen of  the Desert. San Jose's Police
Chief riding in the Police Department's T-top sports
car and the Hamburger Mary's two-part float going
by with nobody riding on the front half, only to be for
lowed moments later by two young hunks (who were
apparently supposed to be dancing on the float) run-
ning down the street after the float.
Soon the HTG contingent arrived and we were off
down Market Street. B y  the time we got to St.
Joseph's Cathedral we had an honest-to-goodness
crowd going B u t ,  too soon we reached San Carlos
and we all had to crowd onto the sidewalks for the
short walk to Guadalupe River Park to continue the
celebration.
At the Park things really started to roll even before
the "official" start time of 11 am W e  were treated to
two dance areas ( a  Country/ Western area with a
hardwood floor over the grass and a Disco area on
the other side of the Park). as well as a main stage
with such acts as Pansy Division and Pussy burette
who performed her number "French Bitch" with well-
known local drag talent Vina Las Vegas.
Throughout the event our HTG Booth was exceed-
ingly well staffed with volunteers from both HTG and
Outlook Video. We were able to disseminate huge

amounts of information about HTG. Outlook Video
and Digital Queers during the course of the day A t
the same time as we were providing information we
were gathering it in the form of the many people
who signed up for short introductory subscriptions
to our Newsletter. (Hi out there!)

But even this had to end, and  by  the time Pussy
Tourette took the stage it was starting to get windy
and cold, the crowd was thinning out, and the rest
of us left for the HTG meeting. A t  our post-Pride
Day HTG meeting we had a good crowd of familiar
and unfamiliar faces (mostly somewhat sunburned)
including a large number of guests. O u r  guest
speaker for the evening was Karen Wickre o n e  of
the co-founders of Digital Queers. (The other co-
founder Tom Rielly unfortunately had to take a red-
eye flight to Washington).
Karen said the most recent DO Party was at the
Mac World Expo and it raised over $65.000 to help
outfit the Lambda Legal Defense Fund with a whole
new Windows network for their New York, Chicago

and L.A offices. With the help of local talent they aie
also helping GLAAD (Gay and Lesbian Alliance
Against Defamation) set up a  new New York/ L.A
national office as well as bolstering communication with
their other offices in Dallas, Chicago, San Francisco,
Atlanta, and Kansas City. Th is  effort is requiring the
use of some 11 computers and much technical assis-
tance donated by local high-tech people.

Another group receiving help from DO is PFLAG (Par-
ents and Friends o f  Lesbians and Gays). W h i l e
PFLAG has one national office, it has over 340 local
chapters and as Karen put it they "got religion about
being on-line". DQ has not only provided hardware to
help upgrade their communications and document-
sharing capabilities, but has provided training classes
at the national PF LAG conference A  look towards the
future shows DO expanding through the formation o f
even more local chapters. "local people helping local
gay organizations do... anything technical". This plus
the proposal t o  take the current 100-page training
guide they use to walk people through t he  basics of
computers. modems. AOL and other services out there
and publish a "DO Online Companion" to cover the Gay
and Lesbian info on the Net (sort of a guide to who and
what is out there).

Karen then introduced Chris Kryzan, a DO member
who started his own group called lOutProud! The
National Coalition for Gay, Lesbian & Bisexual Youth.
a group that has existed totally on-line as a totally vir-
tual organization. C h r i s  explained the organization
helps young gays /lesbians come out in a safe environ-
ment on-line and feel a sense of community with other
teens and dispel that sense of isolation.

On Sunday,  Ju l y  9  H T G  will have as  its guest
speaker Ken Yeager,  w h o  is currently running
for the 23rd State Assembly District in San Jose.
Ken has  been involved in local politics for over
20 years W h i l e  a student at San Jose State he
interned with San Jose City Councilwoman Sus-
anne Wilson.
After graduation Ken managed Iola Williams' re-
election to  the Franklin-McKinley School Board.
In 1 9 8 2  h e  m a n a g e d  C o n g r e s s m a n  D o n
Edwards re-election campaign and then moved
to Wash ing ton  D . C .  to  become Congressman
Fdwards• press secretary.
In 1984 Ken moved b a c k  to San Jose where he
co-founded BAYMEC (Bay Area Municipal Elec-
tions Commit tee)  a s  a  g a y  and  lesbian c iv i l
rights organization. He also managed two suc -
cessful South Bay  anti-LaRouche campaigns in
1986 a n d  1988  ( N o  on 6 4  &  N o  on 69)  and
chaired the Santa Clara County Board of Super-
visors' Ta s k  Force on AIDS from 1986 to 1989.
In 1992  Ken  ran  for  the San  Jose /  Evergreen
Community Col lege B o a r d .  Ken  received over
40% of the vote t h u s  becoming the first openly
gay elected official in Santa Clara County. One
year later the Board e lec ted him Vice President
and one year after that, they elected h i m  Presi-
dent
Ken currently teaches at San Jose State Univer-
sity's Polit ical S c i e n c e  Department, where he
focuses on local government and electoral po l i -
tics. P l e a s e  he lp  us  to  welcome someone in
whom G a y  S a n  J o s e  c a n  t a k e  p r i d e ,  K e n
Yeager.

Facing Alcohol, Tobacco, and HIV issues at Gay Pride

At the San Jose Gay Pride festival at Guadalupe Park, a mixed
crowd of drinkers and non-drinkers co-existed in the sunshine.
The DeFrank Center's Addiction Outreach Program co-ordi-
nated an Alcohol-Free space at the Recovery Booth sponsored
by local alcohol and drug treatment services. Included were
Pathway Society (Kaiser's chemical dependency unit which has
a lesbian and gay component), Horizon South (a men's residen-
tial and detoxification unit) ,  and  an education and  prevention
program (National Council on Alcoholism and Drug Depen-
dence--NCADQ The people staffing the booth reported many
inquiries abou t  t reatment services, quest ions abou t  var ious
drugs, and requests for the lesbian and gay 12-step meeting
directory and quit-smoking packets.
Over 1,200 "FRIENDS DON'T LET FRIENDS F--K DRUNK'
cards were distributed to people with a beer in their hand to jolt
all of our minds into sane thinking about drinking. The response
was overwhelmingly positive and many wanted extra cards to
give to their friends.
Also during the festival over 160 people who had a cigarette in
their hand were approached by the "Commit to Quit" campaign.
In a most encouraging and friendly manner, people were asked
which level of commitment they were able to make ¥ quit smoking
altogether, o r  quitting smoking in their  home/car/truck, around
children, non-smokers, all people, and pets. The response was
excellent and open. Th is  was not a shaming or  negative cam-
paign. The whole idea was to bring the issue o f  smoking to the

Most of the commitments were around children, home/car/truck,
and pets which goes to show lesbians and gays are wholesome
family people.
The Santa Clara County Health and Hospital System, AIDS
Health Services, ARIS, and Tri-City's Men Together Program
produced an elaborate exhibit called "Tomorrovilland" bringing
together futuristic newspaper clippings, photographs, and pea-
ole's comments on their desired futures for themselves and their
particular communities. This HIV prevention approach was cre-
ated to give people the incentive to not just practice safer sex but
also create a lifestyle that gives us all a aay future to look forward
to T h e  booth was so popular that the exhibit will be dispiayed
again in a variety of places, starting at the DeFrank Center at the
end of June.

Alcohol, cigarette smoking, and the issues surrounding HIV and
AIDS are very sensitive and difficult issues for lesbians and gays
because we have such a high rate of all of  these conditions
within our ranks. At Gay Pride this year we did not hide from any
of these issues and we were able to find friendly, non-judgmen-
tal, and even fun ways to deal with them at the festival. In facing
these issues as a community, individuals have a better chance
of survival and getting healing from their addictions and their HIV
status.
