
The speaker at our July HTG meeting was long-
time HTG member Ken Yeager. Ken has spent a
large portion of his life working with the people and
politics of the Santa Clara Valley.
Ken described his original enthusiastic campaign
kickoff -- even though it was on the hottest day of
the year they still managed a very good turnout.
Ken described his priorities as beginning with edu-
cation issues. With his Ph.D. in Education, coupled
with his experience as a teacher in San Jose State
University's Political Science Department and his
time as a member (and ultimately as President) of
the San  Josef  Evergreen Community College
Board, he has the experience and desire to make a
difference in education. Since his doctoral disser-
tation w a s  o n  childcare issues, h e  h a s  a n
understanding o f  the issues involved in childcare
for working parents, especially single parents.
Ken noted that the California Legislature is getting
more conservative and it is important to have more
progressive voices elected to the California Assem-
bly. With one out lesbian currently in the Assembly
and Carol Migden also running, there is the very
real potential there could be three openly gay mem-
bers o f  the California State Assembly after this
election.
Ken said he is tired of being referred to as "the gay
candidate" instead of being judged on his accom-
plishments. H e  said it is important for the gay and
lesbian community to have more elected leaders
and to have more people in the forefront. Regard-
less o f  what happens, he will still be out there
fighting.
In order to elect Ken, much work must be done at a
grass-roots level. T h i s  is  an incredibly do-able
election. In the heavily Democratic 23rd Assembly
District (60% Democratic and 24% Republican) it is
almost a forgone conclusion that the winner of the

A s  a
result, less than an hour after the parade began we were on our
way down Market Street. This year KOFY TV-20 was covering the
parade live and our early position meant that many people who
tuned in to watch actually got to see HTG go by. I  had several
straight friends tell me during the next week that they had seen me
on TV.. Most  of these had not stayed around to watch the entire
4-hour event, however. T h e  parade went exceedingly well with
HTG and the various employee groups each carrying their own
bannersÑwe  made a  formidable group moving down Market
Street.
