And while I  could write a ton about
this energetic and INVOLVED  woman, I think her own
PFLAG bio does a better job:

"We were living in a small town in Minnesota in 1978,
when we learned that our son, Jamie, is gay. I t  was the
beginning of a long journey for our family--from shock,
ignorance, guilt and fear to understanding, affirmation,
and openness about homosexuality. M y  work in the
church, in educa t ion  and in PFLAG has led to a
growing understanding o f  the suffering and stigma
imposed on gay and lesbian p e r s o n s  and their
families. We  continue to work for our understanding
and respect for gay people and their full inclusion in
society. Our child's homosexuality has become a gift,
and a challenge that is ennching our lives."

Mitzi is currently National President of PFLAG. T h e
Hendersons joined the Palo Alto, CA chapter in 1984.
Realizing there was no chapter in the South Bay Area,
Mitzi a n d  four other mothers organized the San Jose,
CA group in 1986. She has been a board member,

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Alcohol Ads in Cyberspace

Alcohol and tobacco advertising on television was banned in 1970.
Since then the industries have been scrambling to advertise in every
other possible venue. The unregulated information superhighway
has become the focus of several alcohol companies in different ways.
You can log on to zima corn on the World Wide Web and become
part of Tribe Z. Zima is a new clear malt drink, like soda pop, pro-
duced by Coors Brewing Company to attract young dhnkers. T h e
Mahn Institute Newsletter, Spring 1995, stated that, "Browsers first
see the Zima spot logo supehmposed over a visual of young, smiling
people. Three icons invite users to learn about the product, join the
Tribe, or write to Zima.
The site is also linked with other Web addresses such as 'HotWired'

which 'Advertising Age named on-line 'magazine' of 1994. Coors'
first 'HotWired' ad cost $30.000 for eight weeks and with the click of
a computer 'mouse' linked the reader to the Zima site."
Jim Beam Brands spent $20,000 advertising its DeKuyper virtual bar
in "Vibe" magazine (http://www.timeinc.comivibeivibebar). "This is
the on-line bar whose doors swing open on a click of the computer
regardless of the warning, 'ID required'." (Mahn Institute Newsletter).
In the same magazine, Philip Morris' Miller Genuine Draft (MGD) Tap
Room (http://www.mgdtaproom.com) introduced itself last October,
not as an ad, but as a place to read articles about fashion, trends, and
conducting on-line surveys, and to showcase their most popular
interactive interviews with sports celebrities and ticket give-a-ways.
MGD's public relations manager Ron Richards openly admits they
are gathering information to better understand their target group
(young adults in big cities).
Carillon Importer's Stolichnaya Vodka went  on-line th is  year
translating t h e  phrase "Freedom o f  Vodka" i n  1 7  languages,
providing a puzzle game of one of their ads, and the possibility of
downloading an ad as a screensaver (http://NArww.stoli.com).
CompuServe offers Absolut vodkas "museum" of ads, the Bacchus
Wine Forum has on-line alcohol tastings, and a  Liquor by Wire
mail-order service is also available on-line.
Alcohol and tobacco activists, parents, and concerned citizens are
worried that this free-for-all advertising on the information superhigh-
way, without regulations, is targeting people under 18 to hook them
onto their products. Studies have shown that 37 percent of on-line
Americans are under 18 years old. About 80 percent of American
Colleges are on the "Net" and offer students free access.
CompuServe says they have 2.7 million members, 51 percent under
18. America Online has 2 million members, 67 percent have children
at home. and Prodigy has 2 million members, 300,000 are under 18
years of age.
Prodigy offers its members access to the Internet's World Wide Web;
CompuServe and Amehca Online will also offer it in the near future.
The discussion, debate, and concern is about whether the govern-
ment or parents or the "Net" itself should regulate access to alcohol
and tobacco advertising and all its funny little games, or  produce
counter-ads on the 'Net. Nobody wants to be a cybercop, but the
consequences of not regulating these activities may lead to a "war on
drugs" in cyberspace.
