Disband! What? Yes, HTG has reached that point in its
existence where some major decisions must be made. We
are faced with the chance to define what HTG is/will be
for many years to come, or simply fade into the history

This opportunity comes as the result of several things
happening at the same time.

First, this year as never before, all of the “official”
positions in HTG are being vacated at the same time. As
of this writing, we have a volunteer to be our newsletter
editor for next year, and we have one person who has
accepted the nomination to run for secretary. This leaves
us with the positions of treasurer, president and activities
committee chair open and available. If we can fill these
positions with new people with new ideas we have the
potential to do almost anything we choose. If we don't fill
these positions by the April 14th elections we will instead
simply disband on April 15th.

Secondly, in the nearly thirteen years that HTG has been
in existence it has changed a lot, but the world around it
has changed a lot more. Now, whole organizations have
formed whose sole purpose is to accomplish what HTG
used to do as a small part of its many activities. This gives
us the chance to re-form ourselves anew to meet the
needs of our community that others have not met.

Towards this end we recently conducted a survey to see
where the membership thought HTG should take itself.
It's my hope that the new board can use this as a
template to guide the organization for at least the near
future.

In its early years HTG was for all intents and purposes
“the only game in town.” It had the PABAC Committee
(Political And Business Action Committee) as its political
arm and showed its capability alongside the recently
formed BAYMEC organization during the “No on 64”
campaign. In those days politicians would say that they
supported us and our goals just please don't put it down
in wﬂtmg. Nowadays politicians come to BAYMEC
seeking theéir endorsement and the PABAC commitiee has
fadcd into d’ahvxon

Om',v of the thmgs that first put HIG on the map was its
invplvement in, workplacc and munty (.Icarancc issues.

This was partly due to its involvement in the lawsuit
“HTG vs. DISCO,” where a member of HTG was denied a
security clearance after it was discovered that he was a
member of HTG. At that time, coming out at work had a
good chance of being a career ending move at even the
most “liberal” of Silicon Valley companies. Times have
changed (a bit) - these days a large Silicon Valley
company without an internal les/bi/gay group is more
the exception than the rule. (If someone had told me ten
years ago that Lockheed would had its own group using
the Lockheed name I would have said that they were
dreaming) This isn't to say all is equality in the valley. Its
just that we have made a lot of progress. And with AGOG
(A Group Of Groups) carrying the workplace
issues/employee groups banner, HTG has sort of faded
into the background in this area, more famous for what
we have done than what we are doing.

Another place where HTG has excelled was in the
social/coming out/support area. At the time of its
inception, there just weren't many other “safe” non-bar
places to meet other gays and lesbians in a social setting.
Since that time, hundreds of Gay and Lesbian
organizations have been founded, offering a wide range
of other places for people to go. At the same time,
changes in society have allowed many to come out even
earlier so that the “need” to congregate with ones own
kind has lessened. (For someone who has been out since
high school, every group they are in is a “Gay group”
just as a result of their ease with their sexuality in an
otherwise straight setting) The need for a Gay social
group is not so great anymore, As an example, just look
at our membership. Over the years our membership has
aged, some have died, some have just left to pursue other
interests. At the same time we have been unable to draw
on a supply of “new blood™.

It is my hope, that with a whole new slate of officers with
new ideas unencumbered by the past, that HTG can and
will go on as a vital part of this community. But, without
you (yes youl) to take on positions of responsibility to
help the organization it will simply be a bright spot in
the history books.

A.B. 1982
To Ban Same-Sex Marriages

California law has long defined a marriage as a kind of contract between a man and a woman, eliminating the
possibility of same-sex marriages in this state. However, Article IV of the U.S. Constitution requires that
"full faith and credit shall be given in each State to the public acts, records, and judicial proceedings of every
other State." Court precedents have interpreted this as meaning, among other things, that every state must
recognize as legal any marriage that was legal in the state in which that marriage was performed. The
possibility that Hawaii might make same-sex marriages legal in the near future will severely test this
interpretation. Most legal experts feel that, under current law, the State of California would be required to
recognize same-sex marriages performed in Hawaii, if such marriages became legal there.

As in some other states, conservatives in the California Legislature are attempting to prevent same-sex
marriages from being recognized here. Some members of the State Assembly have proposed a bill, A.B.
1982, which would make it illegal for the State of California to recognize same-sex marriages legally
performed in any other state. The Assembly, with a Republican majority, has passed this bill, and it has
now moved on to a Senate Committee. If passed by the Senate, it is expected that Governor Wilson will
sign A.B. 1982 into law.

The best thing we can hope for is that A.B. 1982 will be killed in the Senate committee that has it under
review. If A.B. 1982 does pass the Senate committee, our next best hope is that the Senate will vote it
down. If A.B. 1982 does get out of committee and is passed by the Senate, a long, complicated, and
expensive legal battle will be required to have any chance at all of overturning it, and the outcome of such a
challenge is far from certain.

MAKE YOUR OPINION HEARD! 1If AB. 1982 is to die in committee, the senators on that committee
need to hear from you. If A.B. 1982 is to be voted down by the Senate (in the event it passes the
committee), your senator needs to here from you. Stand up and be counted! The most effective means of
expressing yourself (most effective is number one) are: 1) a handwritten letter or postcard sent by postal
mail, 2) a typed and signed letter sent by postal mail, 3) a phone call to the senators' offices, 4) a faxed
letter, 5) E-mail.

Mail can be addressed to each senator at a particular room in the State Capitol Building. The room numbers
are listed below.
